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The main trends in the development of primary education
in the Republic of Kazakhstan

The article deals with problems of defining field of continuous education. Analyzing the experience of educa-
tion at primary school in Kazakhstan and abroad the author touched the question of process of primary educa-
tion development in our country. In this regard, proposed modernized new draft of the program of primary
education in mathematics today were analyzed and the author showed its positive and negative sides. Ex-
pected results under the new program are taken into consideration.

Key words: the content of education, educational content renewal, continuity, primary education, pre-school
education and upbringing.

After the sovereignty of our country there are significant changes in the field of education. The new
system of education in the modern world is striving to world educational space. Our original books were
published from the first years of sovereignty. Life does not stay in one place; it always depends on the time
of the current process. So the content of education system, teaching methods are developing in a new attempt
meeting the requirements of the environment. Every citizen always needs self-improvement, self-
development and aspiration in order to keep up with the crowd. In this regard, the President's address to the
nation.

Get used to be educated, hard-working, enthusiastic, and active from now. Go to that region with cour-
age where there is job and demand. All specialities are good if you know how to reach the peak of excellence
in speciality. Now it’s the time of development of technical professions, science and innovation. That one is
the leader who works without laziness, searches on science tireless, and one who possesses technics. This
person has good reputation and perfect lifestyle. Implemented radical reforms and a lot of things done by us
only for you all, for the sake of your future [1].

Not in vain that the first stage of the system of continuous education starts at pre-school education and
upbringing now. We win if we start the future of the country's view of life from the young generation by pre-
school education and upbringing. Addressing young people on this issue, the President drew attention to the
following conditions.

This period is the most suitable one for child's intellectual and social development. The content of edu-
cation will be enriched by learning the basics of a foreign language and computer science. The main task of the
primary school is to provide the initial formation of child’s identity, to define his abilities and develop them.
Education and upbringing at this stage are directed to create the right motivation and educational activities to
learn reading, writing, strong study skills on arithmetics, ordinary experience of language relations, creative
approach to self-knowledge, the culture of behavior, focused on the basics of personal hygiene and healthy life-
style, thus this stage will create a base for aquring common educational programs of basic schools [2].
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Early education is very important in formation of necessary life skills as social, emotional and others.
And here there are compelling arguments in favor of further development of the full range of educational
services. Radical modernization of higher education in Kazakhstan: a significant and sustained increase of
investment in education and to improve its quality.

Therefore, new national vision is proposed: By 2020, Kazakhstan is the state of knowledge, the smart
economy and a highly skilled workforce. The development of education has to be the platform on which
country's future economic, political, social and cultural prosperity focus. Organizational implementation of
the state policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the field of education is presented in Kazakhstan state pro-
gram of education development for the years 2020, 2011 that provides the continued modernization of Ka-
zakhstan education. Higher education is competitive for all sectors of the economy in Republic and ensures
the training of competent professionals and plays an important role in the integration of science and industry.

The purpose of this program:

— to ensure equal access to education financing system;

— to improve authority of the profession of teacher;

— to form state social system of education management;

— to provide all participants of educational process with equal access to educational resources and
technologies in the educational process;

— full coverage of children to qualitative early childhood care and education of pre-school education
and training to prepare them for school to ensure equal access to various programs, etc. [3].

In the case of well organization of pre-school education and upbringing the main foundation of primary
education that is the basis of education would be successful. The main purpose in the field of education is the
result-oriented education. By educating we build student's competence. The formation of student’s compe-
tence is closely related to the education content, innovative teaching methods and environment. You can find
evidence of the hard work of many scholars about it. One of the arguments that will be reflected in a number
of writings of K.Zh.Aganina.

A new model of the education system that carries out expected result-oriented competence, provides:

— students ready «knowledge», an inactive as a cognitive process that the student can be transformed
into an active participant in the activities of the school to increase the role of education as an important pro-
cess;

— the formation and development of learners’ competence through subjects in the educational process;

— the structure and content of secondary education at every level of education must be corresponded
to students physiological and age characteristics, in accordance with their capabilities and abilities;

— describing the sequence of development of the various levels of education expected learning out-
comes various compliance with the creation of a system of succession;

— levels of education, as reflected in the quality of graduates of personal competence forecasting the
expected results;

— effective education and training of students in the process of socialization;

— on the basis of determining the level of educational achievements of students studying in accord-
ance with the competences of students, schools and educational systems to monitor changes in the develop-
ment of «focused on the main objectives of the 12-year educationy.

The purpose of education of future tasks is characterized by the introduction of a 12-year education sys-
tem. 12-year secondary education objectives of education and in accordance with the following results:

— Focus on the socialization of students and personal value systems in the form of results;

— Metasubject results within the framework of the educational process and actions used to solve real
life problems in a node formed as a means of universal competence;

— the results of the training course are competences on mastereded knowledge, skills and education
sectors.

Totally, to introduce progressive changes in the field of secondary education is proposed. This is one of
the main changes to improve the content of education in basic sciences taught at the school, that education
has always proved the need to pay the amount [4].

In this regard, the continuing education system to improve the content of education, to consider ways of
providing scientific and methodological support is big issue. To solve this problem we come to upgrading
continuous standard of education.
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In regard to pre-school education and upbringing standards which is the first step of continuing educa-
tion system, in the existing standard.

Pre-school preservation and development of educational institutions from pre-school educational activi-
ties access to assistance for families with children in the family:

— to transfer secondary schools to the 12-year education system;

— pre-school childhood education and development of children in the form of variability as the basis
for providing a single space of teachers' creativity;

— to form children’s core competencies taking into account their age and physical abilities;

— to provide interaction of pre-school organizations and family in order to attract parents to pedagogi-
cal process of pre-school organizations and pre-school groups.

Pre-school education and development of children need to use the experience of domestic and foreign
science and innovation factors by offering pre-school education and training as a result of the main content
of educational activities aimed at developing the competence of the child [5].

According to this through transition to 12 year education to develop new national model oriented on
formation of creative individual, aiming provision of qualitative transition from «comprehensive learning» to
the model of «lifelong learning» and immediate joining to the world education system, the process of updat-
ing the education system has following points:

— bring educational content into line with modern demands of socio-economic development of society;

— ensuring humanization of educational content;

— provision of educational content that promotes the formation of key competencies, aimed at educa-
tion needs and ability to independently produce and apply knowledge in practice;

— selection of educational content aimed at the formation of informative motivation; orientation of
educational content on the deliberate and systematic familiarizing the students to scientific methods of cogni-
tion and independent research [6].

These points of educational content updated the standards of pre-school education and training. There
pre-school education and training are conducted by five competences. To this competence we refer
healthcare competence, cognitive competence, communicative competence, creative competence and social
competence. We consider cognitive competence. Cognitive competence includes formation of interest to
environmentand simple mathematical notions. In standard there are pointed out that to form simple mathe-
matical notions a child of 5,6 ages should know the structural properties of geometric figures, the order of
direct and indirect digital ratio. According to this competence the program «We are going to school» («Biz
mektepke baramyzy) in the end of academic year by formation of simple mathematical notions, I nthe result
of acquiring program materials, children should know:

— A lot of elements, including a whole groups;

— To generate ideas about numbers and numbers within 10, to recognize and ame them;

— To introduce on a visual basis to form number within 10;

— To count forward and reverse within 10;

— To complete simple examples and exercises;

— Toto use mathematical terms in speech, like «How much», «What is on the county;

— To divide subjects into equal parts, and compare the whole and the parts;

— To compare two objects by size using conventional measures;

To distinguish and properly name geometric shapes (circle, oval, triangle, square, rectangle) and
bodles (sphere, cube, cylinder, pyramid);

— The correct sequence for the names of days of the week, times of the year;

— To determine the weight items, displkaying them in ascending or discending order.

In primary education program of 2010 for formation simple mathematical notions alllocated 16 hours,
in the program of 2013 under the name of «Training stage» decreased to 12 hours. Now we consider the
training stage of schoolchildren of 14 grades on primay school level by mathematics (12 hours):

— Number sequence from one to ten. Reverse sequence (from ten to one);

— To compare items by their length. Long (extra by length). Short (lack by length). Heavy (extra by
weight). Easy (lack by length). To compare by capacity, placed more or less. To compare by price, expensive
(extra by price), cheap (extra by price). To compare by volume, More or less by volume;
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— To count items. Count quantitatively. Count ordinally. More, less, accurate. Count forward and re-
verse;

— To place items in space (on the left, on the right, up, down, above, under, between, in front of, be-
hind). Direction of movement (against, in one direction, opposite direction);

— To compare movement by speed. Fast (extra by speed), slow (lack by speed);

— Shapes of items. Geometric shapes. Point, line, triangle, round, square, rectangle. Compare items by
their shapes, colour and size;

— To compare by time (early, late). Old (by age is older). Young (by age is younger);

— Counting. It is preparation to count of given counts by visual aids through multiplying, adding [7].

Here we see the coincidence of educational content by maths of the 1 grade with the content of primary
education. Also in 2015 «Nazarbayev Intellectual School» National educational academy named after
Altynsarin with teachers of primary schools developed and presented educational program in the frame of
updating educational content has following parts:

1 part. The natural and rational numbers. Operations on numbers. The values and units of measurement.

2 part. Algebraic expression and transformation Equations and Inequalities Sequences. Sets and logic
elements. Fundamentals of Combinatorics: combinations of objects and numbers.

3 part. Geometry. Geometric Shapes. The relative position of geometric shapes. The coordinates of the
points and the direction of motion.

4 part. Mathematical modeling. Mathematical language and mathematical model [8].

During introducing with the content of given parts we come across with the same problems of the pro-
gram content. For example, «Distinguish and compare items by their forms, volume, colour, material, and
other qualities. To know figures (circle, oval, triangle, square, rectangle) and bodies (sphere, cube, cylinder,
pyramid» was planned in program «We are going to school» («Biz mektepke baramyz») training and teach-
ing children of primary school, then it does not make sense to teach it again in school program. We can no-
tice that spatial representation (left, right, top, bottom, front (in front), rear (behind), far, near, among, near)
is also repeated [6; 42]. There can be also other examples.

According to this project mathematics of primary school is planned by following way:

— the natural and rational numbers. Operations on numbers. The values and units of measurement;

— algebraic expression and transformation Equations and Inequalities Sequences. Sets and logic ele-
ments. Fundamentals of Combinatorics: combinations of objects and numbers;

— geometry. Geometric Shapes. The relative position of geometric shapes. The coordinates of the
points and the direction of motion;

— mathematical modeling. Mathematical language and mathematical mode [9].

I would recommend to refer to these parts the «elements of the Statistics». Because elements of statis-
tics are trained from 1* class in Japan. The origins of this word is the quantitative and qualitative indicators
of condition. Statistical information is the part of practical activities that functions collection, processing,
analysis and publication of information. In this way the child would have formed a view of life from the
youngest age.

It’s necessary to think about the problem in continuityof the pre-school education program when crea-
tors of the program update the contents of the primary education program for elementary school, that is to
say, compilers should first analyze thoroughly the program for the education of adult children of preschool
age.

Similarly, switching to the next level, one should always take into consideration the issue of succession.

Not only to update the contents of the education system but also improving the content of education in
continuous education system one must ensure it with scientific and methodical side.

New content of textbooks, manuals, didactic materials, Grade 1 notebook and other ones. In this tutori-
al, a group of words only, but if you have several alternatives to choose from, including a tutorial and text-
book writing only scientists and primary school teachers to other university teachers and scientists working
in this area, such as the need for mobilization. Because it serves as a bridge between scientists and teachers
of elementary school teachers. It is seen through the eyes of people who practice daily educational school
students will notice quickly the positive aspects of the practice.

When replayed according to the content of elementary education one should update teacher training col-
leges and institutions of higher education modernization with a program for the training of primary school
teachers. Here the speech is going about the program of two disciplines. «Principles of Mathematics» and
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«Methods of teaching mathematics in primary school». The first subject is considered as elective course in
institutions of higher education. The program is as compiling competence, and the second subject needs at-
tention to be as compulsory subject. And in pedagogical colleges curriculum needs to be provided with
changes.

Besides improving the content of the education system of continuous education, scientific, methodical
ways to ensure first of all, with regard to the issue of succession to begin the first stages of the education sys-
tem. If you have a strong foundation of knowledge, you could get the peaks of knowledge.

The model of teachers’ professional competence development
at institutions of technical and vocational education

The article shows the urgency problem of teachers’ professional competence development at institutions of
technical and vocational education, having no psychological and pedagogical training, highlights the main
features of training courses, approaches to the concepts «competence», «competency» are analyzed, the form
model of the development of professional competence of the specified group of teachers is proved and it is
developed the maintenance of the model, considering the specifics of professional competence development
by group of teachers, in particular it is made an assumption that special and professional competence of area
of teaching disciplines by this group of teachers is at rather high level.
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The content of students’ development stages
of creative abilities in the pedagogical process

In the content of this article authors reveal the problem of development of students’ creative abilities, deter-
mined role of algorithmization in the development of creative abilities, the essence of development of stu-
dents’ creative abilities, which is aimed at the formation of managed, creative thinking, combining the use of
all types, ways, techniques and methods of thinking and deep knowledge for the successful implementation of
various types of teaching and learning activities. An important role in the development of creative activities
of scientific logic plays actualization of students' abilities. It should be noted that the authors put forward the
modern idea that the essence of development of creative abilities of students is to develop strong thinking,
which combines the use of all types, methods, techniques and methods of thinking with a deep and a wide
knowledge, a good memory, attention, will and hard work.

Key words: foreign language, teaching, development, algorithmization, creative activity, pedagogics, creativi-
ty, personality, methods of teaching, motivation.

Modern interest in creative activity is caused by the fact that it is represented necessary basic essence of
the person. In the light of this approach creativity is activity and nothing else. Actually, creativity differs in
that it exceeds the valid level of activity of the student and crosses the former border, available opportunities,
i.e. it helps to realize what had previously been relatively and historically impossible for personal develop-
ment.

From the standpoint of pedagogical sciences, the development is the result of active interaction of the
internal natural forces and human social and educational conditions.

Education in relation to the development plays a leading role, as it determines the level, breadth and
depth of this development. There are several kinds of development: physical, labor, intellectual, civil, politi-
cal, emotional, moral and aesthetic [1; 274].

It is known that creativity and creative activity is the activity generating something qualitatively new
and differing in originality and socio-historical uniqueness.

From the point of view of some scientists creativity is generation of new information in this or that field
of science, equipment, production, art or activity and creative abilities of people in general [1; 330].

The important role in development of theory bases of development of creative abilities of the students
was played by researches of regularities of creative process in various kinds of activity.

The fundamental works of L.S.Vygotsky, A.N.Leontiev, S.L.Rubinstein, B.M.Teplov in the works of
A.G.Kovaleva, T.V.Kudryavtseva, Yu.N.Kulyutkin, A.M.Matyushkin, N.S.Leytis, Ya.A.Ponomarev,
V.N.Pushkin, Yu.A.Samarin, G.S.Suhobskoy and others the various aspects of the creative process had been
studied.

Also, it is necessary to note a number of studies devoted to psychology of creativity, training creative
personality, revealing the creative genius (Dzh.Gilmer, A.Krolli, F.Lezer, G.Melorn, Ya.Hlavsa,
D.Shellkross).

Abilities — the individual characteristics of the people, on which the acquisition of knowledge and
skills, as well as the successful implementation of the various activities depends on [2; 679].

With the aim of modern understanding the problem, indicated by us, is expedient to stay on the con-
cepts of algorithm and methods of solving creative problems.

«The algorithm is a set of actions, the rules for the solution of defined-term objectives». Algorithm is a
program solution, precisely prescribing how and in what order to get the result determined by the initial data.
Methodology — a system of methods and means of achieving any goal [3; 34].

From the definitions it is clear that the notion of «algorithm» and «methodology» are similar in mean-
ing — they give an answer to the question: how to do? However, it should be noted that the algorithm is dif-
ferent from the methodology with more clarity and certainty, but it requires creation for more formal situa-
tion.
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The algorithmization role in the development of creative abilities is estimated in science ambiguously
and there is an opinion that creative tasks have no algorithms of the solution or that the algorithmic thinking
can lead to template thinking.

So, S.M.Shalyutin distinguishes the concepts of algorithmic and creative components. He notes that the
person resorts to creative search under following conditions:

a) there is no algorithm for solving the problem;

b) the algorithm of the solution though exists, but is unknown (or unknown at all, or it is unknown to
this person);

¢) the algorithm is known, but it is too bulky and it is possible to hope that the accounting of specific
features of a task can significantly reduce a way of its decision [4; 9].

Manifestation of creative abilities can't be reflected with full algorithmization, though partial reflection
is observed in scientific literature and has a certain expediency.

Yu.G.Tamberg in his book «How to Teach the Child to Think» explains importance of algorithm appli-
cation at the development of creative qualities of the person. In his opinion, the algorithmic thinking can't
lead to template thinking because:

a) not only one algorithm is proposed for all occasions, but a set, for each type of tasks;

b) a good algorithm foresee giving many unconventional solutions. «Good algorithm simplifies, accel-
erates, and improves the solutions» [3; 27].

It is necessary not only know algorithm, but also to be able to introduce it, to obtain the solution and
implement it. The more difficult task is, then more algorithmic methods for the solution should be used to
enhance the effect of the decision and reduce the time to receive it.

The limiting case of algorithmic process of the solution of creative engineering tasks is the Algorithm
of the Solution of Inventive Tasks — ASIT developed by G.Altshuller.

In science rather large number of methods and techniques of the tasks solution are developed. So, for
example, Yu.G.Tamberg systematized all known methods and classified them by algorithmic level (or by
controllability level of thinking) (Table).

Thus, in a pedagogical science determined that the essence of the development of creative abilities of
students is the formation of a strong (managed, creative) thinking, which combines the use of all types,
methods, techniques and methods of thinking with a deep and broad knowledge, good memory, attention,
will and hard work.

Important role in the development of creative activities of scientific logic plays actualization of stu-
dents' abilities. This process is carried out as follows:

a) emergence intent, i.e., certain problem of situation;

b) awareness of intent goals;

¢) accumulation of observations;

d) selection of the best possible creative solutions of the problem by sorting options according to their
abilities and characteristics;

e) the result of the creative process and its evaluation [5; 15].

In our opinion, it is appropriate to prolong the term of activities and highlight this approach as a special
item of the algorithm.

Such an algorithm is characteristic of the development of creative abilities in different fields: chemistry
and biology, mathematics and physics, etc.

For the general logic of development of creative abilities it is necessary to see the psychological content
of each phase. Ya.A.Ponomarev identifies the following phases of logical analysis (reliance on the
knowledge and abilities), intuitive solution phase, verbalization of intuitive decision phase, which is con-
scious not only the result but also the way to solve the (procedural aspect), the phase of formalization verbal-
ized solutions, giving found the final decision, logically complete form [6; 65].

If in the substantial plan the general scheme of development of creative abilities corresponds to the
structure of creativity opened with eureka, then in procedural aspect there is a number of the specific charac-
teristics surrounding individual abilities.

Of course, the process of manifestation of creativity depends on the students' abilities. In our opinion,
the manifestation of creative abilities of students has the following technology:

— the ability to see the extraordinary in the everyday activities and objects;

— universal use of known objects;

— the heuristic prediction of objects, actions, processes; the specific activities characterized innovation;

— the opportunistic use of objects of activity;

— the momentary and further modeling of objects activities

Development of creative abilities on English language lessons should be presented in the form of essen-
tial provisions.

1. Disclosure of general abilities on the lessons in English.

A big role playing in the disclosure of the general abilities of students it is training English language.
Initially characterize the nature of the disclosure of general abilities. In this context, the total ability needed
for any activity and make a major contribution to the success of determination.

So, G.Perkins developed the theory of «intelligent threshold», where based on the weight of the correla-
tion research states that for mastery of each activity needs a necessary and sufficient level of intelligence. If
intelligence is the individual below this level, the individual cannot work, but exceeding of over the required
level of intelligence does not provide productivity gains. The difference in the productivity of individuals
whose intellect exceeds the «threshold» level will be determined by motivation, personality traits, etc., but no
difference in intelligence. This effect applies to any activity.

There is a similar concept of creativity, which are the authors D.Gilford, E.P.Torrance and
D.B.Bogoyavlenskaya. In particular, D.B.Bogoyavlenskaya emphasizes that the creativity is a common fea-
ture of the personality and affects the productivity of creative manifestations independently of sphere of per-
sonal activity [7; 89].

When forecasting the success of the school education, many psychologists have come to the conclusion
that learning as a general learning ability, independent of intelligence and creativity.

Thus, based on the three-component model of the cognitive process, the structure of the overall ability
is intelligence, creativity and learning. Learning is identified with ability responsible for the acquisition of
experience. The general intelligence determines the productivity of the application experience. The creativity
is related to the experience of transformation.

Disclosure is carried out by general abilities testing to identify the level of intelligence, creativity and
learning.
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The purposes of this phase are:

1) identification of children with a creative, unconventional, original thinking, to focus attention on the
creatively gifted;

2) identification of mental development of children for the purpose is a leveling.

At this stage of development of creative abilities testing carried out kinds of thinking and mental operations.

2. The manifestation of the special abilities of the English language is the easy and quick assimilation
of lexical and grammatical material.

3. The introduction of the student in a non-standard situation is carried out in studying different topics
in English.

One of the important links in the proposed model is the introduction the student to the unusual situation,
i.e. in the motivating environment, the conditions that would facilitate the disclosure of creative potential of
personality on studies of English language.

The aim of the third phase of the process of development of creative abilities with teaching English is to
create a problematic task, i.e., task that stems from a difficult situation and requires creative approaches to
their solution. The main condition this task is the existence of contradictions — the struggle of opposing in-
terests, desires or demands, when one of them excludes the other.

In the dialectic of contradiction are considered a natural source of development systems. The presence
of contradictions is the main driving force of development in many theories, in the model of development of
creative abilities of this concept is fundamental to the theory of inventive problem solving.

4. Thus, the fourth stage is the identification of problems in accordance with students' abilities involves
finding contradictions.This approach has been widely implemented in the English lessons. There are several
types of contradictions: administrative (identified disadvantages only); technical (clarifying an object that
meets the conflicting requirements); the physical (are requirements to the properties of the object), social
(conflict of interaction between people in all areas of their activities; pedagogical (conflicts of interaction
between the desires of people in the field of education).

5. Construction of the problem is to formulate the theme of contradiction. The process of constructing
the problem topic — a creative process is a partial solution of creative problems. In formulating contradic-
tions are revealed important causal relationships, carried out detailed analysis of the situation. In formulating
contradictions for complex tasks can identify several distinct differences. In such cases, they are ranked and
resolved by the consistently. G.S.Altshuller, B.L.Zlotin developed several types of contradictions that can be
written «in liney, in the table form of or graphically. It used in the English language lessons.

6. Stage of the solving creative problems involves the use of specific methods of resolving contradic-
tions. (For example, the resolution of contradictions by methods of the theory of inventive problem solving)

7. On the basis of the results students make tales in English language, legends, songs, revealing at the
same literary, musical talents. At this stage children show its creative abilities in organizing the theatrical
performance

8. Stage of the create alternative opening situations involves the student ability to predict future actions
in the study of the English language, processes, modeling objects of activity.

9. Stages of study and protection of their own discoveries in a foreign language is the realization of the
individual student as a scientific researcher, have a strong thinking that is the ultimate goal of development
of creative abilities of the student.

Is necessary to note that the teachers analysis of the structure and content of the presented the stages of
development of creative abilities of students, allows more targeted to organize and effectively manage the
process of teaching.

Development of visual perception processes in children with disabilities
by means of use of the computer on the basis of innovative technologies

visual impairment is the difficulties in visual perception. Visual impairment in the child considerably
complicates formation of perception of environment processes. Implementation of the computer program into
pedagogical process for children with visual impairment promotes efficient and fast improvement of visual
measures. In this regard high-quality teaching of these children becomes possible only in case of creation of
psychological and pedagogical conditions and application of special teaching techniques. Therefore, in
teaching children of preschool age with visual impairment there is a lack of up-to-date conditions.

This
reflects the recognition of objects and phenomena of reality and tries to show the direction of the company.

In the words of P.P.Chistyakov, «drawing-means to reflect, to think. Never paint in silence, always ask
for themselves the question, otherwise the drawing is just training skills for hands» [3].

On Independence Day, it was published textbooks written in the new generation of high school of fine
arts. Most of these jobs in these books the children carried out by copying. Currently, we are able to make
decisions about their children, taking into account the need for education as a human, such a task will affect
the development of children's creative abilities. all the way, for example, the task to draw the object 4 ways
are presented in special workbooks pupils and the colors need to paint. The analysis of students work to meet
this task shown, we realized that most of the students in the class are not thinking about how horrible form
copied papers. The main reason is that students do not fully know what to use 4 different stages of drawing
paths. During the application of additional paint line students are not fully aware about the display. Applica-
tion of the laws of the additional lines can explain only a teacher, for example, during the execution of the
task on the board and carefully explaining new ways. The manifestation of the student's interest in drawing,
Russian scientists have proved that some children up method is beneficial. Often use the copy method to turn
into a habit, it will be seen as a child's imagination, understanding, memory, processes, and individual abili-
ties do not develop.

The famous Russian psychologist, researcher of children's drawings from the study E.l.Ignatiev chil-
dren skills by copying came to this conclusion. «It is proved if in high school children are held only by the
doctrine to draw up, then the children general skills are at the level of the initial coming to school, and do not
rise highery.

Here the main problem. One of the highlights in the drawing improvement, create jobs, depending on
the ability of students in a class, we have introduced the complex tasks in modern textbooks for special
schools for the arts, children's artistic inclinations to art, in addition, violated the sequence of tasks and com-
plicated. In order to correct the course of the preparation of new textbook issues, the authors need to know
how to tie early childhood learning on the job specification. Schoolmaster understanding the scientific basis
of children's drawing abilities during the assessment to take into account the natural pattern of the child pos-
sible, consideration of creativity of every child to get the image embedded in the spotlight is the most basic
requirement.

Interaction of institute of professional development with
the preschool organizations of education

The article reflects the experience of the interaction between the Branch of Joint Stock Company «National
Centre of Advanced Training «Orleu, Institute of Advanced Training for Teachers in Karaganda Province
and preschoolorganisations during 2013-2015. In the article there are shown the achieved results in such as-
pects as organisation and carrying out of short term courses of advanced teacher training, after course activi-
ties, dissemination of the pedagogical experience of the preschool teachers, conducting experiments involving
preschool organisations. The article also defines the prospective areas of co-operation in 2016.
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Development of a regional Complex target program for gifted children
as the ability to effectively manage the intellectual and creative resources

The article substantiates the relevance of the research problem of identification, development and support of
talented youth in the Republic of Kazakhstan. The analysis of the state of work with gifted children in the
East-Kazakhstan region was carried out. The problems that contribute to the need for a Complex-target pro-
gram development of gifted children in the region were identified, ways to solve them were offered. The di-
rections of the complex-target program implementation were worked out, indicators and expected results
were described. The basic components of the evaluation of specialized schools for gifted children were re-
vealed. A cooperation experience of specialized schools with regional public schools via the activities of
basic and attached schools was offered.

Key words: giftedness, specialized schools, intelligence, complex target program, innovation, strategics,
competency, subject, collaboration, system, reformation.

Currently, one of the strategic tasks in the field of education is to create a system to identify and support
gifted and talented young people, positioned as the most active and dynamic part of the society, the basic
human capital and a significant resource for the successful development of the society.

Positive shifts in this direction have become increasingly prominent in connection with ongoing innova-
tion processes, structural reforms, including in the social sphere. The appearance of new subjects of diverse
nature (innovative schools, centers and services, non-governmental organizations), working with young tal-
ents has been intensified. The possibilities of sharing experiences on the development of gifted children
gained in the urban scale, districts, regions and the country as a whole, through different means of communi-
cation have been expanded. Many educational institutions are seeking to unite the disparate elements of the
work with gifted children in an integrated system, being aware of the fact that such training today is a model
of tomorrow's mass education [1; 203].

In Kazakhstan, the idea of forming the intellectual nation is among the most fundamental systemic initi-
atives of the Head of the State, aimed at turning Kazakhstan into a country with competitive human capital.
The Republic has developed a program to support young talents, «Daryn», which aim is defining the basic
search strategies, education and training of gifted children and youth; maintenance and development of a
single, continuous process of formation of the country's intellectual potential;, promotion of socio-cultural
formation of talented youth.

To coordinate the work, the Republican Scientific and Practical Center «Daryn» was created. It has a
network of regional centers in a number of areas, one of which is in the East-Kazakhstan region. Monitoring
of the results of its activities revealed a positive trend in the number of indicators, which are the main target
indicators in the field of work with gifted children. At the regional level, we have identified the following:

- The average score on the UNT;

- The number of owners of «Altyn Belgi» General Certificate of Secondary Education, diploma with
honors;

- The number of participants and winners of Olympiads, contests and competitions at various levels, in-
cluding relevant national and international intellectual Olympiads and competitions;

- The proportion of graduates from the region who entered the universities of Kazakhstan by the state
educational order;

- The number of teachers who have been winners of national and international competitions of pedagog-
ical skills, as well as participants in seminars, conferences at various levels, etc.

Positive dynamics can be seen in the region for all of these indicators over the past 5 years.

At the same time, along with the accumulated positive experience of work with gifted children, there
are a number of problems in the region:

- Absence of a system competent diagnosis of giftedness in children, especially in rural areas;
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- Insufficient development of methodical bases of the content and technology of training and develop-
ment of gifted children;

- Low effectiveness of regional student participation, including rural schools, in competitions in science
and math cycle and other competitions at various levels;

- Insufficient level of professional competence of teachers to work with gifted children;

- Difficulties in the selection of criteria for identifying gifted children, as well as criteria for evaluating
the effectiveness of special schools, and others.

In addition, the links at the level of «educational institution — educational institution» providing con-
tinuous social-pedagogical support of a gifted child in the society are not enough built; episodic interaction
of regional specialized schools with educational institutions in the region is observed; inter-departmental and
intra-branch integration in work with gifted children is unsystematically organized.

Thus, based on the state of work with gifted children and identified problems, there is a need for a com-
prehensive, targeted program of the development of gifted children in the East Kazakhstan region.

When creating a complex-targeted program, we met the following requirements, which are true to all
development programs: relevance; predictability; innovativeness; aiming at the highest possible results in the
rational use of available resources; feasibility of the program; consistency; integrity; strategical character;
resource security; controllability; accountability; flexibility; openness; attractiveness; integrating and consol-
idating orientation (in relation to social partners); descriptiveness; the logic of structure [2].

Accordingly, in introduction to the complex-target program there were determined the urgency and the
necessity of developing such a document for the region's educational system (as part of the replacement of
knowledge-centered training model for a competence-centered one, developing the abilities of students to
research and creative change of the reality), reference to regulations is made.

Section 1 deals with the analysis of the current state and the problems of organizing work with gifted
children of the East-Kazakhstan region, the description of the proposed ways of their solutions and financial
security. Table shows some of these problems.

In Section 2, the areas of implementation of the comprehensive-target program are developed; indica-
tors and expected results are described. In addition, a variety of materials, which are designed to provide
substantial theoretical and methodological support to teachers and education managers are presented, in par-
ticular: the basic concepts used in the program; algorithm and criteria for identifying gifted children; quality
indicators of performance evaluation of specialized schools and other. Let us stop at the last indicator in
more detail.

Based on our analysis, we highlighted five main components of the performance evaluation of
specialized schools for gifted children: target-oriented; evaluating; scientific-methodical and personnel;
organizing; resultative. Each of them is described in detail in the complex-target program for the
development of gifted children of the East-Kazakhstan region. Here is an example.

In the target-oriented component the objects for analysis are:

1) development program of a specialized school. Rating criteria: integrity of the school development
program, its compliance with the requirements to the content of the strategic direction documentation;
expansion and integration of a unified educational space for socially significant realization of individual
educational strategies for gifted children on the basis of various forms of academic mobility, project,
educational, research and other creative activities, using information-communication technology and socio-
psycho-pedagogical support of schoolchildren;

2) the model of the school graduate. Rating criteria: the model of the graduate’s level of development,
taking into account the profile of the school;

3) the school perspective development plan. Criteria: how it relates to the development program, in
terms of perspective directions and anticipated results of the school development (in stages). How
mechanisms for getting the claimed results are presented;

4) training programs. Criteria: the degree of curricula compliance with the profile of a specialized
school, their focus on deepening the schoolchildren's' knowledge and development of skills;

5) The program and reports of school experimental work. Criteria: the proportion of school teachers
implementing a school-wide theme of experimental work; completeness of the program’s content; the quality
of the problem and justification of its relevance; the quality of defining the purpose of the experiment; the
quality of the plan for implementing the experiment; the existence and validity of evaluation of financial and
logistical resources, necessary for implementing the experiment; defining the control mechanism for
implementing the experiment and its compliance with its purpose; organization and monitoring; the presence
of criteria and indicators for assessing the effectiveness of the experimental activities, and others.

6) annual school work plan, reports of pedagogical councils and meetings. Criteria: the degree of dis-
cussion of the problems of gifted children at different levels: meetings with the director, pedagogical coun-
cils and meetings of the scientific and methodological council, creative teachers’ groups;

7) lesson plans. Criteria: the degree of focus on the development of abilities, giftedness of schoolchil-
dren, educational technologies used by teachers. The proportion of teachers using new technologies in educa-
tional process, aimed at the development of gifted children. The development of individual educational
routes.
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In general, the complex-target program for the development of gifted children of the East-Kazakhstan
region reflects the tasks of updating the legal framework in the field of work with gifted children; developing
broad social partnership; organizing academic mobility of gifted schoolchildren; integrating educational in-
stitutions of different types; creating educational complexes, including, those with academic science; devel-
oping mechanisms of interaction between various social institutions (family, school, university, institutions
of extra education, psychological services, education centers, business — structures, etc.); training teachers
to work with gifted children and introducing new experiences in the practice of educational institutions and
the system of professional development of teachers and so on.

The expected results are:

— creating organizational and pedagogical conditions to identify, support and develop gifted children;

— working out mechanisms of interaction between various educational and social institutions for the
development of gifted children, defining the functions of social partners. Implementing «cross-cutting» pro-
grams for working with gifted children;

— forming the system of socio-psycho-pedagogical support for schoolchildren;

— forming the system that reflects the variety of methods and work forms with gifted children, includ-
ing innovation;

— creating tutoring institute to work with gifted children;

— defining the requirements to the competence of teachers working with gifted children; defining the
criteria of efficiency of pedagogical work with gifted children;

— forming a monitoring system that reflects the state of work with gifted children in the region, etc.

Currently, in order to implement the complex-targeted program in the region, the work on the removal
of cooperation between special schools and secondary schools in the districts to a qualitatively new level has
begun. In accordance with it, basic and attached schools are determined, summarizing experience in science
and math cycle, development of polylinguism, introduction the system of moral, patriotic education (opening
of cadet classes on the basis of regional schools) and so on. In this framework, methodical assistance aimed
at the development of the competence of teachers working with gifted children is provided; joint activities
are carried out, etc.

In order to work most effectively, the Department of Education resolves the issues of gradual strength-
ening of material-technical base of basic schools, in particular, acquisition of modern SMART equipment,
robotics, «Intellektum» classroom equipped with specialized equipment. The latter makes it possible to in-
troduce such subjects as «Intellektum», PtMed (Brain training), etc. into the learning process due to the vari-
able part of the curriculum, which are aimed at enhancing the development of students' thinking through in-
troduction of new approaches, technologies, strategic games.

Based on competence and value approach, the work on revising educational content of the subjects
taught through integration of scientific knowledge and its practice-oriented focus has begun.

Thus, the development of the complex-target program is aimed at improving the effectiveness of work
with gifted children in the East Kazakhstan region, and, therefore, addressing the urgent tasks set by the
President of the country.

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Urban and industrial landshapes are presented in this article — one of the theme of Grandiose art epopee
about Karaganda, its history, industry, «poetry», ecology. Karaganda artists develop the best traditions of the
world and native art in interpretation of city theme. Not indifferent attitude of artists, their contact as an im-
mediate connection between the nature, city and human make their art more civil and optimistic.

Key words: city, work of art, urban and industrial landshap, art epopee about Karaganda.

Karaganda binds by its to the seams of coal which are in the depths of the Central Kazakhstan. Kara-
ganda got a status of the city in February in 1934. The first discover of Karaganda coal field was Appack
Baiganov, a shepherd. In 1833 he found some pieces of coal in Karaganda place (it’s twenty five kilometers
of the South of river Nura). It happened on the territory which was the place of summer nomad of bais —
Iglick and Guman. This historical moment was shown at the picture of Peter Kuzmich Antonenko.
«Memory. Appack Baiganov@ (1981)" an endless steppe is wide, feather-grass sways, low clouds fly by the
same infinite sky as the steppe. The young Kazakh rider is holding a piece of coal in his hands as a jewel.
Kazakh woman, who is standing at the stirrup, is looking at the magic stone with such excitement and expec-
tation that involuntary some feelings appears. This miracle would happen which lights and transforms this
ancient land. Origin is distinctively refracted at the picture «Appack Baiganov» the theme of Karaganda’s by
Seitmahan Kalmahanov (1982). It tells about a wonderful find of the shepherd in romantic style. This find
became a beginning of the coal-field.

Karaganda artists develop the best traditions of the world and native art in interpretation of city theme.
History of the city finds its embodiment in different genres of graphic creations, tat’s why it takes place an
appeal of Karaganda artists to the themes of labor, industry telling about creative activity oh human. Pictur-
esque and graphic series for Karaganda were devoted by G.G.Gilevsky «Old Karaganda», S.F.Shcuratsky
«History of the Karaganda coal field», V.A.Tsimbaluk «Karaganda is my city», V.N.Malkevich «Industrial
rythms», R.A.Grabbe «Karaganda is fifty years old» (decoupage), S.D.Shegolihin «Karaganda is seventy»
and others.

Many artists work in a genre of city and industrial landscape. Besides the aim of the true artists is not
only to imprint, but to reflect the interaction between the world of environment and world of human senses
and experiences. City and industrial landscape turns into «historical» one as the time, its concrete character-
istics, «biography» of the city reflect in its development immediately and mediately. The system «time —
human — a city» is present in old landscapes. One or two parts dominate by turs, it creates some city type
which is different from previous, but it’s not static it develops in time and space.

Repressived artists from KarLAG (Karaganda camp for the war captive) turn to the theme of Karagan-
da, they were the first ones: Karaganda is «camp», cruel and awful, poverty-stricken and sad. It’s a subject
for the landscape compositions of a V.A.Eifert, for the water-colour sheets og A.V.Fonvizin, L.E.Hamburger
(the 1940-s).

Gelyary Gratsianovich Gilevsky reproduces a type of old Karaganda. He lived in Karaganda more over
fifty years and gave the ardour of his soul to it. G.Gilevsky made over hundred works. It’s an original art
chronicle of native town with earth and clay-walled houses, settlement near the mines, pit heaps with true
existed places. Just these places which keep traces of the past inspired the artist. A city is alive till we re-
member it: «Outskirts of old Karaganday», «On the ancient Earth», «Old Karaganda», «In old Karaganday,
«Among the pit heaps». The panorama, rigid picture, contrast of colours relations, internal dynamics and
energy fill the landscapes of G.Gilevsky. They are an art memory about the past of the town, they are like
documents of the epoch.

The old Karaganda is painted by U.G.Shabanin, he is a followed of G.G.Gilevsky — «Autumn. The
memory about old Karaganday», «The place of old Karaganda» (the 1970-s). P.K.Antonenko («Old Karagan-

The 1950-s was the beginning of the large building: typical, clear, regulated rhythm of the city life. The
city and industrial landscape get a wide development. Artists think about inevitability of the renovation of
crowded old city into new one which will have large streets and avenues. City landscapes of the beginning of
fifties and sixties pier by optimism and joy of creation. The Big Karaganda was born, the New City is being
build. Successful gamut of warm colour of buildings attaches greater wholeness for the architectural look, a
new city advantageously differentiated from the old one. Clay-walled houses, single-stage settlements of
founders of industrial Karaganda of the 1930-s and 1940-s are situated in New Karaganda. Looking through
the landscapes of Karaganda we can see how our city grew, changed its view and transformed little by little:
V.IKrilov «Karaganda is being build», «Karaganda. Boulevard of Peace» (1956, 1958), P.K.Antonenko
«Karaganday (1958), «Karaganda is being build» (1961-1964). A city silhouette and its main streets appear
in the works of artists: P.K.Antonenko «Sunny day. Chkalov street» (1956), «Karaganda. Lenin Avenue»
(1962), «Silovaya Street» (1964).

The interest to the daily life becomes the liet-motif of artists’ works of the second part of the 60-s and at
the beginning of the 70-s. the objects of artists’ attention become comfortable blocks of not high houses and
city workdays. Contemporaneity lives in a world’s feeling of the artists of these years. They renovated tradi-
tional subjects. Daily, ordinariness and simplicity of the motive have elevated into the power of social and
aesthetic credo. A sense of time is given by the atmosphere of life, not by importunate and some details. The
city landscapes of P.K.Antonenko «Karaganda Winter», «Loboda Street», «A place of Karaganday», «Dry
day in Karaganday, «Lenin Street», «Spring. Amangolov Street», «Karaganda. The 1960-s. Thirty second
quarter», A.F.Sizintsev «Morning in Karaganda», «Karaganda Evening», «Winter in Karaganday, «Kara-
ganda Winter» (1964—-1969). These landscapes are different by choice of typical places and give impressions
of nature and mood.

Karaganda appears as a beautiful creation, which is filled by emotional condition of the man, who lives
in it, in works of S.F.Shkuratsky, which are made in combined art and water colours. These works are: «The
Palace of miner’s culture», «The Square of U.Gagarin», «The Summer Theatre in winter», «Sovetsky Ave-
nue», «The coast of the lake in the park». The artist stayed faithful to the city, where he lived and worked.
View of Karaganda in the works pf called artists painted in the best traditions of the realistic art.

The peak of Karaganda miner’s exploit was during 1960-s and 1980-s. Karaganda image as the miner’s
heart of Saryarka was independent line, accepting different variants of reflection of miner’s district. «Min-
er’s» works of famous artists such as V.V.Shamshin «Maikuduk Mine», V.P.Shulga «Mine 38» and also
such talented amateur artists as P.K.Kosarev «Mine 37», 1.Y.Zinkov «The mine named after Kirov», «The
Mine named after Stakhanov». They were made in the 70-s and entered into the chronicle fond of The Muse-
um of Fine Arts in our city by right.

Miner landscape’s genre became the main one for the painters and graphic atists of different genera-
tions. It’s hard to call someone who didn’t turn to it at least one more: P.E.Esirkeev «Tentex Mine 1/2»,
P.G.Lisenco «The New Miney», V.V.Kim «The Mine named after Kostenco», M.M.Abilkasov «The New
Mine», E.S.Aituarov «A City of Miners», U.V.Kamelin «Landscape with corpas», A.P.Plotnicov «Miner’s
area», K.R.Esirkeev «The New Mine», «Karaganda Mine», A.l.Serov «Verticals of Karaganday,
A F.Sizintsev, L.N.Frolov, L.P.Smirnova, E.A.Seleznyova and others.

The miner’s theme has an important place in the works by S.M.Sanosyan. For example: «Coal and
city», «Miner’s settlement», «The first vertical mine», «The Mine named after S.M.Kirov», «A view on the
mine of fifty years of October (the 1970-s and 1980-s)». A.F.Sizintsev is a real landscape painter by his na-
ture. The theme of the city, which has become so native for him, goes through his creation. During the 1960-
s and 1970-s he made some works which were devoted to Karaganda: «Old city», «New Miney, «Karaganda.
Miners», «Kazakhstan Mine». Even industrial motives differ by gentleness and revelation of feelings; con-
crete and immediate visual impressions are transformed by him in a general form.

Industrial development of the Central Kazakhstan influenced on the forming of «severe» style in works
of artists. There weren’t only miners, but also there were some factories, plants, pits, Kazakhstan Magnitka,
Irtish-Karaganda channel in the field of painter’s vision. The civil feeling appeared in most of artists’ com-
positions, they impritted a huge scope of Karaganda industry in expressive forms. Industrial theme becomes
one of the main in artists’ works of young and middle aged generation: S.M.Sanosyan, V.I.Krilov,
M.S.Podleshin; such as P.S.Andriuk, P.K.Antonenko, A.F.Sizintsev, K.P.Esirkeev, M.S.Baitenov and others
turn to this theme too.
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By right one of the leading role in this plan belongs to S.M.Sanosyan, who is a famous author of the
monumental and industrial landscapes made in the second part of the seventies and eighties. So the industrial
giant — Karaganda metallurgical complex became a considerable part of the painter’s creative destiny. Such
pictures as «Magnitka. The first blast-furnace», «Magnitka. The fourth blast-furnace», «The blast-furnace of
the ninth five-year plane», «Red blast-furnace», «Rythms of Magnitkay», «Kazakhstan Magnitkay are the real
hymn of modern industry. The stages of pictures for the artist became «Hydro-electric power-station in
Topar», «Irtish —Karaganda channel». Socialized form, which rise a man-creator. Every picture builds on the
integrity, epically and full-blooded. Constructive sense, emphasized rhythm, contrast colour combination
expressed metaphorical idea of the author.

City landscapes became more various in the 1970-1980-s. And this was reflected in the masters’s
works. There was interest for an architecture’s picture of the city and some unique and expressive buildings:
we can see it in works of P.K.Antonenko «Hotel «Chaikay, «Ubileiny Store»; P.S.Andriuk «Nurken Abdirov
Avenue is building», G.G.Gilevsky «Nurken Abdirov Avenue». Attempts appeared to create the image of the
city-dweller, contemporary of the artist and participant of great transformations. In these works there is an
unity of the man, city and nature in the colour of harmony; the man feels comfortable and he’s used to the
city environment. The artist find pictorial incarnation in equal co-operation of the nature, city and human.

In the seventies the lyric and political beginning intensified in creation of Karaganda painters. It maybe
a nostalgia, it’s an oppressive sense of leaving irrevocability. The works of some artists have a lyric percep-
tion. They are «The giving up wicket» by S.M.Sanosyan, «Outskits» by M.M.Abilkasov. These pictures re-
flect simple and modest episodes. The motives of old places, which are quiet and nice for our heart, in native
Karaganda sound in pictures-variations on the theme of «Twinlight. Courtyard of the childhood» by the
L.P.Smirnova. Such pictures are courtly by their colour, refined and emotional.

The poetry of native town is conveyed by U.V.Kamelin, M.K.Gunusov. The main feature of their works
is contemporaneity, the landscape is a source of their creative inspiration. U.V.Kamelin, who has been living
in Karaganda over thirty years, gets his own vision of the city and his own colour plastic. Every work begins
from the feeling, just this one must define the theme and process of creation. He paints city in different time
of year, day and night, he tries to convey a condition of nature. There is a lightness of brushes freshness and
beauty of colours in such pictures as: «Spring in the city», «April. Karaganda side-street», «Morning. Kara-
ganda landscape», «January day», «March. Karaganda» (The eighties). The painter M.Gunusov has paints
Karaganda originally. His pictures make city «more humany. There are a lot of warmth and spontaneity in
city landscapes. Here is an interest to the rhythms and lines of nature and city environment and also to the
light and colour: «Blue day», «City and village». The emotional mood and poetical accent are important to
him. The artist looks closely with love at colour combinations and accents what is especially dearly for him.
We can see merry, lively, holiday Karaganda in works of these painters: «Circus has comey, «Circus is in
Karaganday. Bright colours, joyful waiting is a daily play which becomes a reason of telling about modern
city life.

The panorama of Karaganda in space and time is given by E.S.Aituarov picture «Saryarka-Karaganda»
(1984). The artist leads of industrial city with corpas near the miners, repaired avenues, heroics of miner’s
labour. Decorative and sonorous colours provoke inspiration and associate with weekday and holiday ac-
tions. The concrete routin finds picturesque significance and monumental generalization.

Image of native Karaganda and people, who live here are varied and various. It makes glad and worries
at the same time. It doesn’t deprive of contradictions and contrasts, ecological disaster which swallow up a
man. There is an idea about necessity of saving the nature, possessing careness and thoughtful attitude to the
Earth and ecology of environment. This troubled feeling of the world is conveyed in the landscapes of
U.Kamelin «Old city», «The way to Maikuduk», «The way to Prishahtinsk» (The eighties). The most of
geterogeneous events interplace on picture «The holiday in my street» (1980) by Veniamin Shamshin. Here
is a wedding, loud music of orchestra, temperamental dance, glib trade of beer, spray talk. In a word it’s a
life of the street. But the mood of sad and sorrow in the second plan of picture bursts into the noisy stream.
Everything in man’s life build on complications and contradictions, vicinity of farce and tragedy. But all the
same an artist accents on a life approval.

The city theme stays remains programmed work on a boundary of centuries. Painted works of
S.D.Shegolihin are a real «graphic» story about Karaganda. Distinctive qualities of S.Shegolihin’s talent are
major tone, emotional filling of colour and impressionistic painting. It’s property for him: A keen attention to
the world occurrences, ability to bear in mind some rare impressions, to convey an active life of the city en-
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vironment: «Winter in the city», «Downpour in Karaganda», «At the Stanislavsky Theatre», «Resurrection»
(2002-2003).

Some artists of new generation turn to the city’s view. The miner’s theme doesn’t go out of date («Min-
er’s weekdays» (1997) by M.S.Kalmahanov). However the painting becomes more free and easier then it
was with «The 60-s ones». Some favorite city landscape stay the same. They are: The cultural palace of min-
ers, The Summer Theatre and Stanislavsky Theatre («The cultural palace of miners» (1995) by
T.S.Kalmahanov). We can see a vision of some architectural objects.

In a light and air area at A.K.Begalin: «Karaganda», «Winter», «Winter in Karaganda» (2002).
1.V.Bassaev made series: «Sillouette of Saryarka’s cities — Karaganda and Astana» (2002). Refined colour-
ing tints colour, light and limpid paints distinguish water-colour «Fountain Cascade» as a view of modern
Karaganda. Fountains, supermarkets, bars fill the city area («Trade House «Abzal», «Supermarket «Ayany,
«The building of financial and industrial corporation «Valut-Transit» by I[.Bassaev; «Autumn bar» by
S.Shegolihin).

The review of some aspects in embodiment of «city theme» shows us that it’s not a background but it’s
a resource of creation, factor of inspiration. It’s a part of life environment where they get impression, and
prototypes which are necessary for creation. The old and new one combine organically, the past and its links
with today interest artists of different generations. Not indifferent attitude of artists, their contact as an im-
mediate connection between the nature, city and human make their art more civil and optimistic.

The city and industrial landscape is one of the facet of the Big Art Epic about Karaganda, its history,
industry, «poetry» and ecology [1].

Organizational conditions of development of trilingualism
in system of advanced training of pedagogical workers

This article is described the problem of the three languages as one of the priorities of thesystem of
professional developmentof teachersin Kazakhstan.

Use of Lesson Study in the educational process

In the article of considered new methodology of formation of Lesson Study is for the teachers of new format.
Also considered as apply new methodology at school for teachers. The focus of Lesson Study is the research
lesson that is similar to the open lesson in Kazakhstan. One teacher volunteers to be in charge of a research
lesson and to write a lesson plan about one month before the research lesson. Then, he/she introduces his/her
lesson plan in a meeting with teachers of the faculty. The teacher then rewrites the lesson plan based on the
discussion with other teachers. In some cases, the cycle of meeting and rewriting is repeated several times. In
other cases, the teacher asks for feedback from the principal or a supervisor of the administration office for
improving the lesson plan.

References
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Features of teaching in small-completed schools

In article the questions connected with concept of small-completed schools are considered. The allocated
problems are connected with demography of number of pupils, especially in rural areas. With reduction of
number of pupils load of teachers decreases. Questions of expediency of opening small-completed schools are
shown. In article ways of their decision and feature of teaching in small-completed schools are considered.

Key words: small-completed schools, educational process, the teacher of a small-completed school, integrat-
ed training, didactic elements of education, combining lessons, higher level, independent tasks, traditional
techniques, pedagogical process.

There are created favorable conditions for development of model in education providing broad access to
qualitative education. Now, in connection with a demographic and economic situation, in the country a large
number of small schools have appeared.

Low-completeness means association of pupils of second, third and forth classes in one class — set. It
is one of the main circumstances defining specifics of creation of contents and forms of the organization of
teaching and educational process.

Small-completed schools generate some pedagogical problems. It is connected with the fact that per-
formance of educational functions differs from didactic tasks of classical school, that is, the methods and
receptions applied at high school in the conditions of a small-completed school don't provide necessary ef-
fect. As the main problems of small schools it is possible to allocate the following row:

— Prevalence of traditional techniques of training in classes with small fullness;

— Inefficient system of an assessment of pedagogical process;

— Weak use of information and communication technologies;

— Impossibility of the organization of high-quality profile training in connection with the small contin-
gent of trainees;

— Training of students in higher education institutions on narrow specialties, causing impossibility of
providing a full academic load of teachers that generates maintaining a number of objects by one teacher;

— Lack of special educational programs of preparation, retraining and professional development of
teachers;

— Lack of the standard curriculum for a small-completed school;

— Lack of educational training programs on variable and individual components of the curriculum of
small-completed schools;

— Lack of grants and methodical recommendations for the teacher of the organization of educational
process with use of modern information technologies;

— Absence of special educational laboratories, telecommunications, connections to the Internet, not
completeness the multimedia equipment.

Despite the available difficulties it is necessary to find new, more effective remedies of the organization
of pedagogical process, optimum using for this purpose all opportunities connected with specifics of teaching
and educational work in a small-completed school. At permission of the specified problems of small-
completed schools education in them will be improved, however, first of all, it is necessary to pay attention
to preparation and retraining of pedagogical shots for work in small-completed schools.

Graduates need to know specifics of functioning of a small-completed school. For a small-completed
school the teacher with essentially other professional competences is needed, in particular — to train the pu-
pil from distance, to specify the right direction in profile training, to take active part at the choice of future
profession. All this assumes application of new technologies of training and education. For the teacher of a
small-completed school it is especially important to teach the child to independent ability to study. In modern
higher education institutions when teaching pedagogical specialties it is necessary to diversify contents,
forms and methods of training of teachers.
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The teacher of a small-completed school should conduct classes along with children of different age,
different level of readiness in training programs of different classes. Simultaneous classes with several clas-
ses demand more careful planning, the correct organization of study, competent summing up the gained
knowledge. It is important to pay attention to the organization of independent work of pupils as independent
work of pupils at lessons in small-completed schools occupies more than 50 % of school hours whereas at
usual school about 20 % of a lesson is given for independent work. In the conditions of a small-completed
school the differentiated independent works are the main means of implementation of integrative approach.

The small complete set of classes has a number of advantages which need to be used rationally in daily
practical activities, that is:

— the teacher has an opportunity to train individually studying taking into account type of their temper-
ament, tendencies and interests, level of knowledge and abilities;

— the teacher has a possibility of communication directly with the pupil for training and education, un-
derstanding of an internal position of the pupil.

The organization of uneven-age training in small schools is the most preferable form which allows im-
proving the level of training of pupils, however in the senior classes combination isn't allowed in connection
with final assessment, training of pupils for uniform national testing and variability of content of education at
profile training.

In connection with specifics in small-completed schools the teacher conducts several objects, in this
purpose it is expedient to carry out the integrated lessons. At such schools it is possible not only combination
of classes, but also and integration of objects [1].

For achievements of the objectives it is necessary to revise contents, forms and methods of training, car-
rying out individual and group consultations, group and out-of-class work with pupils.

From the methodical point of view for lessons in uneven-age group of pupils is characteristic carrying
out lessons on different subjects and different type. Table below types of combinations of lessons:

The teacher of a small-completed school should adapt to the program so that subjects of different clas-
ses have coincided for carrying out the integrated lesson in a class set. However the same lessons designed
on the basis of one general subject for two different classes have higher efficiency. At such lessons pupils
have an opportunity to unite in uneven-age groups for mutually training and mutually control. The teacher
has an opportunity to provide assimilation by pupils of a certain system of knowledge and to increase in-
formative activity of pupils.

However, special methodical literature is insufficient for carrying out teaching and educational work in
small-completed schools. Therefore it is necessary to prepare a lot of didactic material for a lesson taking
into account their specific features.

Degree of complexity of independent tasks should be increased gradually taking into account an indi-
vidual possibility of each pupil.

It is possible to allocate the following types of work of pupils:

1. Work with the textbook, educational and methodical and reference books;

2. Laboratory and practical works, frontal experiment, work with distributing material;

3. Reviewing answers and performances of schoolmates, addition of their answers; preparation of mes-
sages and papers, work on projects;

4. Summing up on the basis of results.
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For teachers and pupils the inter-subject integrated training in the combined classes has the following
advantages:

— There is an opportunity to pay attention of pupils to the maintenance of similar subjects in one sub-
ject;

— Each pupil carries out different types of works according to the level of knowledge;

— Conditions for independent work of different level of complexity are created;

— Existence of a possibility of pupils to collective work;

— Mutual testing, self-examination and a self-assessment of pupils is realized;

— Seniors, checking and evaluating works of pupils of elementary grades, have an opportunity to use the
knowledge in practice.

At present in small-completed schools there aren't enough consultations of experts therefore it is re-
quired the close attention from methodologists, teachers, and psychologists.

There are necessary integrated courses for low-complete classes which will be directed to receiving by
pupils of the knowledge allowing continuing training at higher level and allowing competing with usual
schools.

Realization of the integrated lessons in conditions of small-completed school leads to formation of a
complex of knowledge of objects, ability to work in collective at pupils; forms skills of independent work,
learns to consider many phenomena in a complex.

For solution of problems in small-completed schools in Kazakhstan it is conducted training of bachelors
on adjacent specialties. The new standard programs considering features and specifics of the organization of
works in small-completed schools are developed for them, it is conducted retraining of personnel. Also, sci-
entists of Kazakhstan develop the scientific projects concerning a training technique in small schools for the
purpose of completion of schools by textbooks and educational and methodical literature in enough amount.

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Psychological and pedagogical conditions of development
of personal and social success of university alumni

In this article the problem of development of success in modern university alumni is considered. Authors of-
fer the analysis of a problem on personal and social success which relevance is based on need of development
of the identity of the alumni capable of successful living and working in modern social and economic condi-
tions. The success is considered as a special orientation of the personality which is characterized by the fol-
lowing features: motivation on achievement, cultural and terminal values, and high level of communicative
and cognitive skills. An issue on need of development of the successful identity of the alumni capable of liv-
ing and working successfully in modern Kazakhstan in changing social and economic conditions is relevant.

Key words: success, success forms, personal success, social success, success model, motivation of success,
university alumni, self-assessment, aspirations, psychological maintenance.

Research of success as vital value of the person is a subject of theoretical and practical studying in phi-
losophy, psychology, sociology, and also the problem recently given increasing interests by workers in the
field of management and administration. There are many definitions of success.

The success «accompanies» any activity of the person; it «penetrates» into all types of social activity
since it is connected with fundamental social requirements. The success is the phenomenon of multidimen-
sional and polyfactorial type, including resources of the personality, i.e. its ability, opportunity, self-
assessment, creative potential, motivational orientation, claim level, and also its social orientations [1; 9—16].

The success as a form of self-realization of the personality is a source of satisfaction of the person with
the life, and the feeling of success promotes judgment of the abilities, authority and competence of regulation
of own activity, implementation of the vital purposes.

Achievement of success is the process of self-realization of the personality and its self-affirmation in
society. However, in consciousness of people various models of success can coexist.

The approach of G.A.Tulchinsky which allocates four main forms of success is of high interst visually
presented in Figure 1.

In this model Tulchinsky considers the «productive» success as social recognition of the personality
lying in the «success-popularity» plane, the following form of success is expressed in recognition, significant
for the personality, the third form of success is seen in overcoming difficulties and, first of all as «self-
overcoming» and the last form of success — mission realization is expressed in the importance of actually
professional activity [2; 117].

In modern interpretation of concept 'success' various approaches can be applied: A.R.Lopatin defines
success as a result of «achievements of the desirable purpose, experience of feeling of pleasure after
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overcoming of difficulties» [3; 41], A.S.Belkin considers that the success has difficult and ambigious
definition since «each member of society is always surrounded by the system of expectations (anticipations)
from his acts, actions and a line of conduct» [4; 29], N.V.Nemova connects success with motive of
achievement [5].

Russian researchers A.M.Fedoseyev and A.M.Malts consider concept of success and achievement as
synonyms, and understand acquiring of techniques and ways as achievement of «success», guaranteeing high
rates in achievement of the purpose which provides constancy of success in activity [6; 57].

The personal success as psychological concept has individual value and for each person it has the
concrete understanding and content. The concept «personal success» is more accompanied by achievement
by the personality of the set vital objects.

Criteria of personal success depend on the vital purposes of the personality, its maturity and personal
growth. Since the birth the need for achievement has been developed at the person, «trained for
achievements in life», forming «the optimistic relation to life» [7; 3].

Many western researchers studying this problem have revealed that determinants of success are
cognitive, motivating and personal characteristics, and also organizational structures, systems and forms of
behavior.

Determinants of personal success are aspirations since «in the aspirations the personality makes
demands not only to the expected success, but also to itself — the level, quality, the way of the activity
during activity implementation» [8; 120].

The personal success or success of personality is interconnected with social and professional success
which are in turn connected with the system of the social relations of our Kazakhstani society determining
the content of social success.

Conditions of social success are functions of a certain social organization in each area of human
activity, each social group according to its requirements [9; 147].

The social success (achievement) is considered as a special orientation of the personality of which the
following categories are specific: motivation on achievement, cultural, terminal wealth, and also high level
of communicative and cognitive skills. Social success is the set of qualities of the personality connected with
satisfaction concerning the situation in society and also as result of integration of the person into this social
environment.

The certain level of social achievements is considered as social success, such as the social status, so-
cial influence and the level of material prosperity.

Under personal success it is considered the stable system of experiences by the identity of the
achievements in the direction of coordination of a self-assessment and level of aspirations.

In many scientific articles, foreign researchers operate with such categories as «objective success» and
«subjective successy, at the same time, objective success is defined as the achievements in activity estimated
by other people, recognition by society, i.e. social success [10; 147].

The social (objective) success is measured by such characteristics as the salary size, the number of
promotions and level of a position in hierarchy of the organization.

Subjective (personal) success implies the set of judgments of the person of own achievements and re-
sults, this experience by the identity of achievement of the objectives, i.e. personal success (success of per-
sonality) which in turn can be diagnosed by the criteria of satisfaction with own life including work, career,
family, etc. [11; 165]

Many American researchers, including Charles Cooley, D.Hall, D.Chandler, claim that the successful person
is concentrated on the purposes and objectives, and also on efforts which he uses for achievement of the purposes.

Objective criterion of success is «the positive result of activity» which is estimated by surrounding
people and is measured by such indicators as «a salary and professional, career development [11; 166].

0.Z.Gudzenko considers that the success should «be considered from both objective and subjective indi-
cators». He defines that the social success is a success which is considered from positions of objective criterion,
i.e. «public recognition of the corresponding results». And the personal success should be measured by subjec-
tive indicators which are shown in experience by the subject of own success. In his works Gudzenko has come
to a conclusion that complex study of concepts of personal and social success is necessary since these concepts
have been indissoluble among themselves accompanying and stimulating each other [12; 14].
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The social success provides recognition from surrounding people that leads to transformation of the
personality and «I-image», increase of confidence in self, to statement of the new purposes and new efforts,
and also promotes satisfaction with own activity, i.e. achievement of personal success that promotes
achievement of social success. D.Hall defined that such indicators as satisfaction from activity, the con-
sciousness, ability to adaptation and training at individual level make criteria of personal success [11; 156].
Socially successful person has to creatively, innovatively treat his own activity. In any profession, in any
professional activity people whom we can refer to the category «socially successful» can be met, also
R.Hisrik who claims that «achievement of success in any professional sphere is a process of creation of
something new that demands expenses of time and efforts and includes the corresponding financial,
psychological and social risk and it also assumes the subsequent remuneration in the form of monetary and
personal satisfaction» [13; 79]. The analysis of foreign researches allows to formulate the general model of
success (Figure 2).

The structure of this model of achievement of success is based on interference of the purpose, ongoing
efforts to acquisition of social and personal success, social success in turn promotes acquisition of public
recognition, and the personal success predetermines change of consciousness, the personality that leads to
personal growth that in turn forms self-confidence at the personality.

The analysis of success in a context of idea of self-realization and vital strategy of the personality is car-
ried out both by Russian (K.A.Abulkhanova-Slavskaya, G.A.Tulchinsky, etc.), and foreign authors (A.Adler,
A .Maslow, C.Rogers, J.Atcinson, David C. McClelland, Heinz Heckhausen, D.Rotter) [14; 35].

Study of personal and social success is considerably disclosed and viewed in the western psychology,
the concepts of «success» which are based on the relation of motivation with achievement (H.Heckhausen,
Fedoseyeva A.M., etc.), with the level of claims and self-efficiency (A.Bandura), and also conditionality
with personal determinants: self-assessment and locus control (J.Rotter) [15; 240].

Russian scientist Baturin N.A. writes about success and failure as about the difficult educations consist-
ing of cognitive and emotional estimated complexes. The estimated block of a cognitive component of suc-
cess and failure consists of diverse estimates of the subject or surrounding people, co-present or interested in
its productivity [7; 18]. Emotional content of success and failure reflects those experiences which were tested
at this or that moment of success or failure [7; 27].

Within each kind of activity it is necessary to speak about external and internal criteria of success of the
personality. External criteria are expressed by a social assessment. They are easy to be registered being
available in understanding to most of the people. The internal criterion is a product of self-control expressed
through external criteria (requirements from the outside), the level of claim of the subject, mental and physi-
cal capacities of implementation of the objectives. External criteria are defined as objective, and internal as
subjective as an indicator of objective success and efficiency of activity. In the context of the carried-out
analysis we will consider phrases «external criterion» and «social criterion» in relation to an assessment of
objective success as synonyms, and «internal criterion» and «criterion of personal success» respectively.

As the criteria of success of the person it is possible to consider psychological characteristics of the per-
sonality that implies abilities of the subject to activity, degree of development of the motivational sphere,
development of «I-concept», etc. All this can be considered as the result of activity of the person. Psycholog-
ical characteristics can be in a role of both external, and internal criteria of success. The assessment of suc-
cess or achievement can be carried out as by the subject, as well as people around.
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In the activity external criteria of success, efficiency of action are: existence or absence of the result of
activity, quality of what is done by the person, the work speed, a work faultlessness, productivity of interac-
tion with colleagues, efficiency of interaction with colleagues, a contribution to development of science, val-
ue of the fact that the person, for other people does, position in hierarchy of the company (organization), of-
ficial advance, size of material remuneration for work, existence, quantity and quality of awards.

Internal criteria of objective personal success, efficiency of action within activity include: satisfaction in
activity of needs of the subject, degree of satisfaction with development of a labor way.

Within a social environment, the social environmental external criteria of success include: situation in
society, an opportunity to exert impact.

The following psychological characteristics in activity as criteria of social success of the personality are
considered: ability of the person to activity in this or that sphere, the motivation level, development of «I-
concepty, an orientation of the personality, i.e. motivation to achievement, value, communicative and cogni-
tive abilities, ability to control emotions.

Within the social environment as internal criteria of personal success of the person the following psy-
chological characteristics are considered: commitment as aspiration to achieve the objectives, despite diffi-
culties, confidence, skill to communicate, self-development, responsibility, satisfaction, self-realization, self-
efficiency.

Generalizing theoretical material on this problem, we have defined that social success assumes public
recognition of the personality and its activity, «conditions of social success are existence of a certain quantity
of social interaction, extent of influence of the personality on society, community» [12].

This problem is at a development stage in domestic psychology having certain difficulties to build con-
cepts and scientific approaches, but at the same time it is possible to track history of development of a per-
spective of success.

Studying of the psychological and pedagogical conditions of development of personal and social suc-
cess, motivation of the personality on success in professional activity, creation of the psychological programs
intensifying development of internal opportunities of each person promotes stabilization of social develop-
ment and education of the competitive expert confident in the forces and opportunities capable of projecting
vital and professional success and the most important — reaching it. Need in permission of the designated
needs for a theoretical readiness and empirical verification of the corresponding research space has caused
statement of the given problem in studying of the psychological and pedagogical conditions of development
of personal and social success of alumni.

Relevance of the matter increases in connection with the acmeological approach designated in recent
years assuming detection of the regularities, conditions and factors providing a possibility of achievement of
the highest point of development of the person, his acme, development of programs of development of per-
sonal and social success of the modern graduate of a higher educational institution.

It is important to note that the orientation on success is conscious and key aspect in the identity of the
alumni focused on realization of the opportunities and potentials today. The set of factors from which are
distinguished can influence development of personal and social success of the student of a final year of high-
er educational institution:

1) welfare factors (general and professional education, general level of cultural development);

2) socio-economic factors (financial position, social and economic competence, the developed econom-
ic thinking, economic culture);

3) social and environmental factors (immediate environment, public opinion, social status, status);

4) personal and individual factors (internal motivation on success, aspiration to self-development and
self-identification, communicative competence, the adequate valuable sphere [13; 78].

The conditions of development of personal, social and professional success of the personality include,
first of all, society, a social environment (mindset on success in a family, group), individually — typological
features of the personality (ability, certain traits of character), and also a certain level of knowledge, abilities
and experience.

On development of personal and social success of the person personal and individual factors, such as,
internal motivation influence success, aspiration to self-development and self-identification, communicative
competence, a self-assessment, the adequate valuable sphere. An important point in development of personal
and social success is the need for achievement of success. It is defined as «continuous competition of the
person with in aspiration to surpass earlier reached execution level».
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In work, on the basis of the theoretical analysis of modern researches in the context of studying of this
problem, the following components of success are allocated: motivation of achievement of success, self-
assessment, claims and self-realization of the personality.

Students of the 4th course in number of 60 people took part in our experiment. The experimental group
included two academic groups on 16 and 14 students respectively. The control group included students of
one group as a part of 30 people.

The analysis of results of the stating stage of experiment has shown that level in the following parame-
ters: motivation to success, the self-assessment and claims in experimental and control group have no essen-
tial distinctions and are in repartitions of average values.

Realization of the psychological and pedagogical maintenance as a condition of development of person-
al and social success was the following investigation phase. The program of the psychological and pedagogi-
cal maintenance of development of personal and social success of alumni has been carried out during 15 les-
sons of SWST with examinees of experimental group which has been aimed at the development of feeling of
own success and ideas of ways and own opportunities, on disclosure of internal potential of the personality
for achievement of success and development of ability to define interrelation of success with desire and self-
realization.

At a control stage of experiment, we have received results which confirm the hypothesis made by us,
diagnostics and development of personal and social success can be carried out in the course of group interac-
tion in the system of active social and psychological training by means of implementation of specially devel-
oped program of the psychological and pedagogical support of development of personal and social success of
alumni.

During the analysis of results of a control stage of experiment it is revealed that in all studied parame-
ters, indicators have grown after carrying out the program of the psychological and pedagogical maintenance
of development of personal and social success.

Comparative analysis of results of the stating and control cuts in experimental group has revealed statis-
tically significant distinctions on motivation level to success, need for achievements, self-assessments and
the level of aspirations. In comparison with the results of the stating cut, in experimental group the increase
in the level of motivation, self-assessment and aspirations is observed that testifies the efficiency which is
carried out by our programs of the psychological and pedagogical maintenance of development of personal
and social success of alumni.

The coefficient of correlation received by us has shown that between the compared values that include
motivation, self-assessment and level of aspirations there is significant communication because Spirmen's
coefficient is close to 1. Results of a control cut in experimental group are higher almost at all indicators, t-
criterion on all indicators: motivations to success, needs in achievements, self-assessments and the level of
aspirations is in a zone of the importance and it testifies the significant distinctions of indicators of these val-
ues before carrying out the program of psychological maintenance. Dynamics, results on the
psychodiagnostic techniques used in research received by us, demonstrates positive changes on the studied
values — components of success.

Thus, the assumption made by us that diagnostics and formation of personal and social success can be
realized in the course of group interaction in the system of active social more effective psychological training
by means of implementation of specially developed program of psychological support of formation of per-
sonal and social success of alumni is confirmed by the results of our experiment.

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Creative style of activity as a component
of the management culture of pedagogue

The article describes the features of the creative style of the teacher activities. A problem of creativity, has
long and disputable history, and generated many discussions. A key issue is the development and implemen-
tation of human creativity as the subject of professional work and life of integrity. Characteristics of the con-
cepts of «new», «creativity», «style» are given. The basic signs of creativity allocated. Creative personality
typology submitted. The necessity of formation of creative management style of the future teacher is identi-
fied.

Key words: creative style, management style, creativity, management activity, management culture.

Dynamically changing life leads to society’s need for a person with a high creative potential, in subjects
that can reflect its capabilities during any activity and transform routine activities into the creative ones. That
is, refer to the activities arising contradictions, problems to themselves and allow them to entities whose ac-
tivities not only aimed at the outside world, but also on himself, on his own actualization, actualization of
their own development, actualization of other people.

One of these activities is the management activities. Management becomes a profession in which good
results not achieved by relying only on the practical experience and the knowledge that provides a basic edu-
cation. From the modern specialist requires ability and appreciate the time and to act in a state of uncertainty,
and to make unconventional and bold decisions — be creative (non-standard) approach to his management.
This quality is also necessary to modern teachers, when there is reform of education, searched ways of
improving the quality of training in order to entry into the world educational space.

Creativity in education and in the management is always valued very highly. The creative person is pre-
pared to work in contemporary conditions. They may break with the tradition, use innovative ideas to
achieve the goals of education, take risks. In its turn teacher has relatively low inventiveness, rarely puts
forward new ideas, is not able to get others to think creatively, lack of creativity is limited. The teacher is not
so much a position as a profession that requires a complex and professional, of course, the creative personali-
ty traits.

A problem of creativity, has long and disputable history, and generated many discussions. History of its
studying contains more than two thousand years. Through many centuries in this problem «« different views
— scientific and pseudo-scientific representations, common sense and prejudices peacefully coexisted. The
eternity of this problem is concluded in the dynamism of formation of real human abilities, in their infinitely
various formations, manifestations and application in creative activity.

Nowadays a key issue is the development and implementation of human creativity as the subject of pro-
fessional work and life of integrity. Here, professionalism is the main condition for the implementation of the
subjective individual. On this depends the success of the professional career and the life of well-being
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Currently, increasing measure of social freedom in the course of professional activities for an active,
creative personality and revived focus on value-meaningful disclosure of identity. Necessary scientific sub-
stantiation and resolution of conflicts in relationships: life-value orientation in the formation of a profession-
al orientation of the development of creative thinking and personal skills; principles, methods, forms, means
of professional activities, psycho-pedagogical study of personality, complex effects on humans, the for-
mation and development of the creative person in the normal course of business.

Development of professional creativity in the process of educational activities is based on the develop-
ment of system-specific knowledge, skills and comprehensive skills, experience, skills in the field of special
sciences, as well as psychology, pedagogy, private practices, and all that is more economical and productive
creative solutions to professional practice tasks.

Learning the basics of any artistic phenomenon — a complex process, which is a regular movement of
thought, the idea of the phenomenon to the essence, from low-level nature of the essence of middle-level and
so on. Search essence of professional creativity in the process of teaching activities carried out by obtaining a
system of scientific knowledge about specific aspects of the real process of creativity and practical synthesis.

These sides represent the ratio of practical work, professional activity, professional skills and compe-
tence; object and subject of artistic practice; source of creativity in practical activities; creative systemic
problems in practice by uncreative (routine); practical creativity criteria; the ratio of theoretical and practical
work.

It should be noted that for the generic concept of creativity stands activities and the species — the social
significance and novelty. It is necessary to clarify what we mean by the word «new». New — the final or
intermediate result of the development, considered in terms of its relationship to the previous state of the de-
veloping object [1]. New — for the first time created or made, which appeared or emerged recently to re-
place the old, newly opened [2]. In the definitions given in various sources, under the «new» refers to the
«values that have social significance,» as well as something that «never happened.

We characterize the concept of «creativity». In philosophical and pedagogical literature has developed
sufficiently clear and consistent understanding of what creativity — this is not one of the types of activity
and special public the content of its wide variety of species, certain qualitative state activities (as opposed to
mechanical, formulaic, stereotypical).

In the Encyclopedic dictionary noted that creativity is the activity generating something qualitatively
new and differing in originality, originality and socio-historical uniqueness. Creativity is specific to the per-
son, i.e. always assumes the creator — the subject of creative activity; there is a development, but not crea-
tivity [3]. Distinctive feature of this definition from others, is available in philosophical, psychological and
pedagogical sciences, is also that «creativity» in this case is not identified with the concept «developmenty.
Though some authors as, for example, Y.A.Ponomarev who extremely widely treats this concept and even
identifies him with the concept «development». «The general criterion of creativity acts as criterion of de-
velopment», — Y.A.Ponomarev notes in the book «Psychology of Creativity and Pedagogics» [4].

The concept «creativity», given by A.G.Spirkin: «Creativity is cogitative and practical activities of
which creation of original, unique values, establishment of the new facts, properties, regularities, and also
methods of research and transformation of a material world or spiritual culture is result. At the same time it
is necessary to emphasize that novelty is objective and socially important, if result is really new in the con-
text of cultural history, if it is new only to his author, then novelty is subjective and has no public value» [5].
In this definition a fact that the sign of novelty and process of creativity can have both objective, and subjec-
tive novelty and the importance is of exclusive value.

G.Girginov notes that creativity in the broadest sense, or creativity of the first level, is immanently in-
herent in human thinking and human practice, represents activity during which, first, things and the phenom-
ena which in objective reality aren't existing, for example, knowledge of reality or material, material inven-
tions are formed (tools, cars, etc.); secondly, the material or spiritual works which are already created by the
person develop and improved further; thirdly, methods, forms, means of a subjective reorganization cash are
developed. Creativity in the narrow sense of the word, or the work of the second level, place high demands
on human thought and human action, we have in those cases when it comes to the degree or stage of devel-
opment inventory of creativity, are inherent to the human relation to reality [6].

Thus, creativity as a human activity is characterized by a number of essential necessary signs which are
shown not separately, and integrative, in their complete unity. Creativity is a human activity of which is
characterized by:

* Existence of a contradiction of a problem situation or creative task;
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* The social and personal importance and progressiveness, i.e. it makes a contribution to development
of society and the personality (antisocial activity, even in her to a selective form, is not creativity, and bar-
barity);

* Existence of objective (social, material) prerequisites, conditions for creativity;

* Existence of subjective (personal qualities — knowledge, abilities, especially positive motivations,
creative abilities of the personality) prerequisites for creativity;

* Novelty and originality of process and result [7].

If from the mentioned signs of meaningfully exclude at least one, or some creative activity does not
take place or activity not called a creative. Creativity — is a form of human activity, aimed at the resolution
of the conflict (decision of creative tasks), which requires objective (social and material) and subjective per-
sonal

Systemic studying of a problem of creativity allows defining it as the expedient, purposeful, theoretical
and practical activities of the person differing in novelty, originality, a non-standard in the all-social, group
and individual plan. In the course of professional activity of realization of bio-power, intellectual, emotional,
physical forces of the person leads to socially significant result.

Thus, one of characteristic features of professional creativity — an orientation, aiming, concentration of
the subject of professional activity on system search of creative special tasks and their decision. Intrinsic
signs of professional creativity are:

- Conditionality of creative technological process;

- Unity of motivational, emotional and strong-willed, intellectual, physical, bio power and practical
components in creative professional activity;

- Conditionality of professional creativity by a problem situation;

- using of non-standard, original, optimum, rational receptions, means, etc. and their combination;

- Orientation, aiming, concentration of the subject of professional activity on search of a new way, re-
ception of the solution of the arising creative special tasks and their realization in professional activity [8].

Pedagogical activity and as its main part management of pedagogical process — process of continuous
creativity. Nevertheless, unlike the creativity in other spheres works of the teacher do not aim at creation so-
cially valuable new, original as development of the personality remains his product always. Creatively work-
ing teacher, the teacher with the created creative style of activity, creates the pedagogical system, which is
means for receiving the result, best in these conditions.

They mark out the ability of personality and notice and formulate alternatives, call in question at first
sight obvious, avoid superficial formulations; ability to penetrate into a problem and at the same time to
come off reality, see prospect; ability to refuse orientation to authorities; ability see familiar object from ab-
solutely new party, in a new context; readiness to refuse theoretical judgments, division on black and white,
to depart from habitual vital balance and stability for the sake of uncertainty and search.

Other authors refer signs of the creative person ease of association (ability to fast and free switching of
thoughts, ability to cause images in consciousness and to create from them new combinations); ability to es-
timated judgments and criticality of thinking (ability to choose one of many alternatives before her check,
ability to transfer of decisions); readiness of memory (mastering rather large volume of the systematized
knowledge, orderliness and dynamism of knowledge) and ability to curtailment of operation, generalization
and rejection of insignificant.

The third authors consider creative that personality whose significant characteristic is creativity as abil-
ity to turn the made activity into creative process. E.S.Gromov and V.A.Molyako call seven signs of creativi-
ty: originality, imagination, activity, concentration, clearness, sensitivity.

The typology of the creative person offered by V.I.Andreyev, which can extend also to teachers [7].
The theorist-logician is a type of the creative person of which ability to a logical sweeping generalization, to
classification and systematization of information is characteristic. People of this type accurately plan the cre-
ative work, widely use already known methods of scientific researches.

This creative personality type characterized by big awareness and knowledge. Guided by already fa-
mous theoretical concepts, they develop them further. Everything that they begin, bring to the logical end,
supporting the justifications with references to numerous primary sources.

Theorist-intuitionist characterized by a highly developed capacity for the generation of new, original
ideas, people of this type of creativity — a major inventors, creators of new scientific concepts, schools and
directions. They are not afraid to oppose their ideas accepted, have exclusive fantasy and imagination.
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Practitioner (experimenter) always seeks his new original hypothesis tested experimentally. Users of
this type love and know how to work with the equipment; they always have a great interest and ability to
practical actions.

The organizer of a creative personality type has a high level of ability to organize other team to develop
and implement new ideas. Under the leadership of people who created the original scientific schools and art
groups. People of this type characterized by high energy, communication skills, ability to bend others to his
will, and guiding them to solve the big creative tasks.

The initiator is characterized by initiative, vigor, especially at initial stages of the solution of new
creative tasks. But, as a rule, they quickly cool down, or switch to the solution of other creative tasks.

The area of manifestation of pedagogical creativity is defined by structure of pedagogical activity and
covers all her parties: constructive, organizing, communicative and Gnostic therefore at the teacher creative
style of administrative activity has to be created.

The style of management of the teacher reflects his individual style in the implementation of its func-
tions. It is a stable system of specific approaches and methods of management, formed under the influence of
external and internal factors.

V.S.Merlin, E.A.Klimov.developed a theoretical and methodological basis of individual style of activi-
ty. The fundamental position is that a person in such activities in favor of its distinctive subject. His style is
unique and distinctive way to realize the creative potential in a particular activity. The nature of this method
is determined, above all qualitative parameters of a specific person, which correspond with reality.

It is known that under the modes of activity are understood the techniques, methods, rules, principles,
etc., that are subject which usually uses to achieve its goals. These are the style characteristics. Personality
style manifested in a distinctive way the teacher used a specific activity:

- Individual qualities and psychological characteristics (its direction, character, type, temperament, abil-
ities, etc.);

- Personal attitudes, motives that determine the application of certain principles and rules for inclusion
in its activity and behavior;

-level professional skills in the field of social management

- Situational characteristics of the control object and environmental factors that influence the activity.

Proceeding from it, the main characteristic of style is not only in total the applied means and receptions
solving certain problems, and in what is the basis for system of ways of activity, strategy and tactics of their
application. Such understanding of style is close to concept of technology of activity and provides the
optimum organization of administrative activity taking into account the internal factors and external
conditions influencing it.

We can distinguish the objective conditions that determine the management style:

- Enshrined in the regulations and social norms (morality, tradition, public opinion, etc.) The require-
ments of society and the state on the relationship of people in different spheres of life;

- The specificity of the existing management system — its goals, objectives, structure, management
technology in this area: features educational activities; originality led collective, social and psychological
characteristics.

The theory and practice of administrative activity allows revealing a number of regularities of function-
ing and development of style. First, it is conditionality of style of administrative activity by nature of the ac-
tivity. Only in the course of activity it is possible to seize and apply set of methods of interaction between the
subject and object. Nature of activity defines specifics of the applied methods of management. Secondly,
style is socially caused.

Style is — the forming result of the social environment, prevailing ideas of society and its groups. Style
reflects interaction in the social system. Thirdly, efficiency of style of activity depends on degree of compli-
ance of level of professionalism to requirements of an administrative situation. Professionalism as the inte-
grated indicator of cumulative characteristics of the personality, is shown not so much in standards, in ad-
vance known situations how many in non-standard, especially, critical when the administrative decision can
influence weight of social and other consequences. Fourthly, dependence of style of separate institute of
management on the general control system. Here the dialectics of the general and special, separate element
and structure in general are shown.

The style of management activities can be described in several ways: personal characteristics, behavior-
al approach, depending on the situation. If we consider the style of management with the concept of personal
qualities, then we can assume that the best actors have a certain set of common for all personal qualities,
such as intelligence and knowledge, reliability, responsibility, activity, initiative, honesty, self-confidence,
charisma and other. Highlighting these qualities should be promoted in all their teachers as potential leaders.
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Such qualities, on the one hand are predetermined by human’s physiological data, and on the other —
formed in the process of training and education. The difficulty with this approach is that, first, there are sev-
eral hundred qualities which should be developed in teacher management and identify which ones and to
what extent evident in the management of the situation is difficult enough; Secondly, even identifying a set
of such qualities, we see that it is often not the subjective factor to determine the effectiveness of activities.

In the literature on the theory and collective management practices we find a very wide range of styles of
contemporary leader, and since they are adequately represented there, just list them: authoritarian, collegiate,
planned in an emergency, a liberal regulating or controlling, perestroika, conservative, diplomatic, documen-
tary, leadership, administration. Each of these management styles has certain advantages and disadvantages.

For same characteristic of the creative management style that a leader in solving each new management
task flexibly, extraordinary uses one or another technique method, means, which is for the current situation
the most optimal and efficient. In essence, the creative style of personnel management — is the use of a vari-
ety of styles depending on the actual management situation arising from the objectives and the conditions
and means of its resolution.

Creative management style characterized by highly varying styles depending on the novelty and the
very nature of the emerging management issues. For example, if the team is just has formed, the authoritari-
an approach in the early stages of work will give more than the collective one. Conversely, the higher level
of formation of the team, the more effective will be its collegial style of leadership.

Defining the management culture of the teacher as part of the professional culture of the teacher, inte-
grative property of the person, consisting of professional, general cultural, managerial knowledge, analytic,
projective, organizational, supervisory skills, and personal qualities, Maturity which provides readiness spe-
cialist for creative self-realization in various kinds of administrative activities we consider it necessary to the
formation of creative management style in the future teacher [9].

Teacher, who has a creative management style, characterized by the following most significant skills
and abilities leader, which largely determine his ability to think dialectically and creatively:

- to think broadly, in a large scale and systematically and comprehensively, at the same time seeing the
development of the organization (classes, groups) to a greater perspective, without losing sight of immediate
and tasks;

- be democratic and collegial, encouraging the creative initiative of his subordinates, but at the same
time and with the authoritarian demagogues and loafers;

- to be capable to risk which is based on the weighed analysis of the arising problem, capable not only
to rely on intuition and practical experience, but also on mature evidence-based calculation;

- be kind and sensitive, but not pious, it is ambitious in terms of social people's requests, but at the same
time demanding when it concerns the quality of work and labor discipline in the team;

- In solving emerging problems rely on a scientific approach, best practices, and study and know not on-
ly the causes of successes, but carefully analyze the reasons for the defeat.

Therefore, if you try to give the generalized characteristic of the modern teacher-manager, then with full
confidence we can say — it is a creative person, capable of continuous self-development and self-realization
in one, and often in several types of professional and creative activity.
