—in training and production workshops and laboratories to provide modern information technology

training and production and processing equipment;

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On Teaching of Discrete Mathematics

This article is designed to help teachers make discrete mathematics more meaningful and understandable for
the students. Teachers all over the world have developed different ways to teach discrete mathematics suc-
cessfully in order to raise standards of achievement. This article brings together some of these tried and tested
ideas from teachers, including the extensive experience of mathematical teachers and their colleagues work-
ing together in higher schools. The article is aimed at improvement of quality of teaching of discrete mathe-
matics. In addition to understanding some issues that the teachers face in a mathematics classroom, we have
included some teaching strategies of teaching mathematics.

Key words: discrete mathematics, set theory, combinatorics, graph theory, genetic approach to the teaching of
discrete mathematics, Petri nets.

We all know that English is applied to almost all aspects of life: Music, Medicine, Communication, and
Business — name it all. And of course, mathematics is included to add up the list. Today, our textbooks are
translated in English and it is also taught using the English language as well. No wonder, even in Mathemat-
ics, English reigns for quality teaching because it allows mathematical terms to be expounded and expressed
in a more understandable manner.

Mathematical education is considered to be the principal component of comprehensive education as
well as the factor influencing the quality of education at a higher educational establishment on the whole run.

Yet regardless of how English is being used to explain Mathematics, there are some, or even most stu-
dents who find Mathematics too difficult to understand. The dilemma is brought up particularly when school
pupils encounter numbers that cannot be conceptualized as quantities in an obvious way. Therefore, «clarity
is required in terms of the language used by both teachers and textbooks. One significant risk is that the
explanatory models and metaphors used by teachers are over generalized by pupils or create contradictionsy.

This concern is actually taken heed by a thesis studied by Cecilia Kilhamn (University of Gothenburg).
To be specific, she details on a risk that the explanatory models and metaphors used by teachers are over ge-
neralized by pupils that results to create contradictions. For example: The learner’s insights such as zero in
the context of Mathematics is visualized to be nothing when in fact, it is still a numerical figure with numeri-
cal value. What’s worse is that with this mentality, young learners tend to have difficulties in understanding
«how subtraction works and being able to deal with the number line are important prerequisites for negative
numbers.

If learners have this kind of mentality, they will really have a hard time understanding Math. On second
thought, students who excel more in English actually have a hard time coping up with Math; but it doesn’t
really justify the issue. If you were the teacher who sees this concern among your students, how are you
going to work this out?

According to Kilhamn, it is important that the deficiencies and limitations of these metaphors are also
made clear in teaching, and that logical mathematical reasoning is used in parallel with concretized models.

That’s why it is important to learn language in the context. Allow learners to conceptualize the nature of
Mathematics different from that of the native language. If teachers are able to convey this thought compre-
hensively, her students will know the difference. Besides, our English languages have enough words to be
used to make Mathematics easier to understand. The ones who are tasked to convey this just have to convey
it accurately.

Introduction.

For most students, the first and often only area of mathematics in college is calculus. And it is true that
calculus is the single most important field of mathematics, whose emergence in the 17th century signalled
the birth of modern mathematics and was the key to the successful applications of mathematics in the
sciences.

But calculus (or analysis) is also very technical. It takes a lot of work even to introduce its fundamental
notions like continuity or derivatives (after all, it took 2 centuries just to define these notions properly). To
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get a feeling for the power of its methods, say by describing one of its important applications in detail, takes
years of study.

If you want to become a mathematician, computer scientist, or engineer, this investment is necessary.
But if your goal is to develop a feeling for what mathematics is all about, where is it that mathematical me-
thods can be helpful, and what kind of questions do mathematicians work on, you may want to look for the
answer in some other fields of mathematics.

There are many success stories of applied mathematics outside calculus. A recent hot topic is mathe-
matical cryptography, which is based on number theory (the study of positive integers 1, 2, 3,. . .), nd is
widely applied, among others, in computer security and electronic banking. Other important areas in applied
mathematics include linear programming, coding theory, theory of computing. The mathematics in these ap-
plications is collectively called discrete mathematics. («Discrete» here is used as the opposite of «conti-
nuousy; it is also often used in the more restrictive sense of «finite».)

The aim of this article is not to cover «discrete mathematics» in depth (it should be clear from the de-
scription above that such a task would be ill-defined and impossible anyway). Rather, we discuss a number
of selected results and methods of teaching discrete mathematics , mostly from the areas of combinatory,
graph theory, and combinatorial geometry, with a little elementary number theory.

At the same time, it is important to realize that mathematics cannot be done without proofs. Merely stat-
ing the facts, without saying something about why these facts are valid, would be terribly far from the spirit
of mathematics and would make it impossible to give any idea about how it works. Sometimes this is not
possible; quite simple, elementary facts can be extremely difficult to prove, and some such proofs may take
advanced courses to go through.

Another important ingredient of mathematics is problem solving . You won’t be able to learn any ma-
thematics without dirtying your hands and trying out the ideas you learn about in the solution of problems.
To some, this may sound frightening, but in fact most people pursue this type of activity almost every day:
everybody who plays a game of chess, or solves a puzzle, is solving discrete mathematical problems. Treat it
as puzzle solving, and if you find some idea that you come up with in the solution to play some role later, be
satisfied that you are beginning to get the essence of how mathematics develops.

We hope that we can illustrate that mathematics is a building, where results are built on earlier results,
often going back to the great Greek mathematicians; that mathematics is alive, with more new ideas and
more pressing unsolved problems than ever; and that mathematics is an art, where the beauty of ideas and
methods is as important as their difficulty or applicability.

Discrete mathematics is the study of mathematical structures that are fundamentally discrete. In contrast
to real numbers that have the property of varying «smoothly», the objects studied in discrete mathematics —
such as integers, graphs, and statements in logic — do not vary smoothly in this way, but have distinct, sepa-
rated values. Discrete mathematics therefore excludes topics in «continuous mathematics» such as calculus
and analysis. Discrete objects can often be enumerated by integers. More formally, discrete mathematics has
been characterized as the branch of mathematics dealing with countable sets (sets that have the same cardi-
nality as subsets of the natural numbers, including rational numbers but not real numbers). However, there is
no exact definition of the term «discrete mathematics». Indeed, discrete mathematics is described less by
what is included than by what is excluded: continuously varying quantities and related notions [1].

How can you explain the meaning of Discrete Mathematics in layman's terms? Courses in Discrete
Math started a few decades ago when computer usage became common. Universities found that the typical
math sequence that leads to calculus courses did not sufficiently cover the math needed by computer scien-
tists. So they put together the extra math topics needed into a course, now called Discrete Mathematics.

The calculus sequence dealt with real-valued functions quite well. But it did not deal with much math
other than the mathematics of real numbers. Since the real numbers are continuous, this mostly left areas of
math that dealt with discrete as opposed to continuous sets of values.

For example, logic deals with two values, true and false.

Number theory deals with natural numbers or integers.

Here are some topics covered in Discrete Mathematics, and some examples as to their importance:

1) Logic. Used in proofs to show that one step follows from the previous step. Surprisingly, logic gates
are used in the hardware of all modern computers

2) Set theory. This is an unexpectedly complicated theory, given that we mostly think of a set as a collec-

tion of unique objects. One fun and important topic in set theory is that some infinite sets are bigger than others.
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3) Combinatorics (counting). Do you know how to count? If so, if I have a class of 50 students, in how
many ways can | choose 5 of them to help me move a table? If that's easy for you, try this. McDonalds has
40 items on its menu. How many food orders with 8 items are there? (Keep in mind that repetition is allowed
here. For instance, you can get 5 McRibs, and 3 large fries. A perfect meal.)

4) Recurrence relations and recursion. Recursion is a fascinating topic, and its importance in mathemat-
ics cannot be overstated. Here's a simple question that is more easily expressed using a recurrence relation.
The half-life of Cesium-137 is 30 years. If you start with 1 Kg. of Cesium-137, how much will be left after
1000 years?

5) Graph Theory. So many aspects of real life can be modeled with graphs that graph theory experts are
usually focused on just a few areas. Here's one important question that can be answered by graph theory. Given
20 cities, and the distance between them, what is the shortest route from one of the cities to another of them?

6) Tree theory. Did you know that the files and folders on you C: drive can be modeled with a tree? Or
that a binary search tree can find a value in a sorted structure with 1 trillion elements before you can blink
your eyes?

The article of A.V. Kalinkin outlines the issues of setting he content of special courses in higher ma-
thematics for undergraduate students of technical specialties. He presents the experience and innovations in
teaching methods, based on using model calculations that include standard problems in educational process.
He gives sample calculations for the students’ homework on the equations of mathematical physics, methods
of optimization, discrete mathematics, probability theory and mathematical statistics. In particular, he de-
scribes the methodological impact of modern computer-assisted construction of the analytical solutions of
mathematical problems on the students' learning process. He discusses the psychological aspects of the
teachers' work with the students. The problem of improving the existing technology training is common to
the disciplines of physical and mathematical profile and the higher school [2].

The article of 1. Safuanov is devoted to genetic approach to the teaching of discrete mathematics. As
noted earlier (Safuanov, 2005), the principle of the genetic approach in teaching mathematics requires that
the method of the teaching of a subject should be based, as far as possible, on natural ways and methods of
knowledge inherent in the science. The teaching should follow the path of the development of knowledge.
We will call the teaching of a mathematical discipline genetic if it follows natural ways of the creation and
application of the mathematical theory. Genetic teaching gives the answer to the question: how can the de-
velopment of the contents of the mathematical theory be explained?

Genetic teaching of mathematics at universities should have the following properties:

— it should be based on students' previously acquired knowledge, experience and level of thinking;

— for the study of new themes and concepts, the problem situations and wide contexts (matching the ex-

perience of students) of non-mathematical or mathematical content should be used;

—in teaching, various problems and naturally arising questions are widely used, which should be ans-
wered by students independently with minimal necessary effective help of the teacher;

— strict and abstract reasoning’s should be preceded by intuitive or heuristic considerations; construc-
tion of theories and concepts of a high level of abstraction can be properly carried out only after ac-
cumulation of sufficient (determined by thorough analysis) supply of examples, facts and statements
at a lower level of abstraction;

— students’ mental and cognitive activity should be stimulated: they should be constantly motivated,

— the gradual enrichment of mathematical objects through the study of interrelations with other objects,
through consideration of the objects themselves and by looking at results from new angles and in new
contexts should be undertaken.

The genetic approach to the teaching of mathematical disciplines has various aspects: historical, logical-
epistemological, psychological, and sociocultural. The basic themes of a course of discrete mathematics for
pedagogical universities provide rich opportunities for using all these aspects, beginning with a historical
one. Furthermore, one can also apply the principle of the concentrated teaching in this course.

The program of a course includes the following themes: Fibonacci numbers. Transformations of the
sums of degrees of natural numbers. The Euler’s summation formula. Elements of coding theory. Codes de-
tecting and correcting errors. Hamming codes. Elements of combinatorics. Newton’s binomial theorem. Pas-
cal's triangle. The basic concepts of the graph theory. Eulerian graphs. Hamiltonian graphs. Planar graphs.
The theorem of Euler about polyhedra. The nonplanar graphs of Kuratowski - Pontryagin. Bipartite graphs.
The theorem of Koenig. The problem of Four colours.
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It is expedient to begin the course with acquainting students with the method of mathematical induction.
One can introduce the principle and method of mathematical induction informally, proceeding from reasons
of common sense.

It is appropriate to demonstrate the first applications of the method of mathematical induction on the
example of summation of consecutive natural numbers (or of their degrees). From these tasks, one can pro-
ceed to the proof of the Euler’s summation formula.

As other applications of the method of mathematical induction it is possible to consider Catalan
numbers, elements of combinatorics with Newton’s binomial theorem and Pascal’s triangle and, finally,
Fibonacci numbers. The Fibonacci numbers have huge number of beautiful properties, many connections to
other sections of mathematics; they have a lot of applications. The applications go as far as to the theoretical
foundations of the stock and currencies exchange activities. The connections of Fibonacci numbers with gold
section allow to consider the numerous applications in art — in architecture, music, together with applications
in other spheres of the human activity - construction, botany etc.

Certainly, such concepts connected with names of famous scientists, as the Fibonacci numbers, the Pas-
cal triangle, Newton’s binomial formula, allow us to consider in detail both historical sources and precondi-
tions of their origination. Therefore, it is possible to create fruitful problem situations for introduction and
construction of these concepts.

These problem situations will promote also the development of motivation of learning. Elements of the
coding theory (codes correcting errors, Hamming codes) constitute an applied theme intensively developed
mainly during the second half of twentieth century.

One can easily find both practical tasks, which have resulted in creation of the appropriate theories, and
connections of these theories with such important sections of theoretical mathematics as linear algebra,
theory of groups, theory of polynomials and theory of fields.

The great place in the course of discrete mathematics is occupied by elements of graph theory — one of
major theoretical bases of modern applied mathematics which is distinct from traditional sections connected
with concepts of limit and continuity.

The graph theory also has been intensively developed mainly in 20th century. However, the first sources
of graph theory are in 18th century, when Leonhard Euler was the first to pose and solve the famous problem
on Seven Bridges of Koenigsberg.

This problem, which until now has not lost its importance as an entertaining task for the capable pupils,
results in the important concept of the Eulerian graph (graph containing an Eulerian cycle that is a cycle in
a graph which visits each edge exactly once). It is possible to introduce also other concepts and results of
graph theory (for example, Hamiltonian, planar and bipartite graphs) using a history of their origination from
practical tasks and even from entertaining puzzles.

For example, the concepts of planar and nonplanar graphs can be developed from the consideration of
the famous problem of Three Houses and Three Wells, On the other hand, the famous Four Colour problem
(«whether four coluors are sufficient to colour every planar map in such a way that regions sharing a boun-
dary are coloured in different colours») gives rise to the demonstration of the complexity of graph theory.
The simplified version of the problem where the number of colours is five can be solved more elementarily
and its solution can be presented in a class.

Our experience of teaching discrete mathematics has contained rich manifestations of principle of con-
centrated teaching: anticipation, repetition, combination of functions and linkage (Verzahnung). For exam-
ple, such topics as recurrences and coding theory are linked to many concepts of fundamental mathematics
such as infinite series, groups, polynomials and matrices. Throughout the course, the ideas of induction and
recurrence are repeatedly developed and used. Entertaining problems (Koenigsberg Bridges, Three Houses
and Three Wells, Horse Tour on Chessboard) anticipate important concepts of graph theory. More globally,
the course of discrete mathematics as a whole anticipates further, more sophisticated courses in Computer
Science.

Thus, it is possible and useful to apply the genetic approach (combined with the principle of concen-
trated teaching) to the teaching of discrete mathematics [3].

The article f N.V. Zolotova and of R.S. Ismagilov [4] is devoted to the presentation of one of the nu-
merous applications of General concepts of Discrete Mathematics. As an example the beginnings of the
theory of Petri networks are outlined. The main concepts of this theory are defined and the work of Petri
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networks is described. Such a description is given, first, the language of the theory of graphs (visual descrip-
tion); then the work of the Petri network is described in the language of linear operations on vectors with in-
teger coordinates. The Graph theory and trees markings are affected. The problem of the algorithmic solva-
bility of the tasks associated with graphs markings is touched. It is explained how Petri networks are used for
description of complex systems, in particular to describe the working of the system of interacting devices.
An example of Petri networks of this kind is considered in detail. The exposition is closed in itself and does
not require prior knowledge on the subject. For perception of the stated one needs only basic information on
graph theory and the beginning of linear algebra. The article material can be introduced into the teaching, for
example, the topics of students' studies [5].

There are many teaching methods in education that enhance the learning process of the students [6]. We
list some teaching methods, which are successfully used for teaching discrete mathematics.

To achieve the goal of teaching, the teacher must adopt effective teaching methods. The teacher has
many options to choose from, different techniques, designed specifically for teaching and learning. Writing
lesson plans is a foremost thing that a teacher must do, before executing any teaching strategy in the class.
The teaching method should be adopted on the basis of certain criteria like the knowledge of the students, the
environment, and the set of learning goals decided in the academic curriculum.

Students respond differently to different methods. Also, the students have their unique way of demon-
strating the knowledge acquired, and absorbing the information that is imparted. So, to aid this process of
demonstrating the knowledge, the teacher has to adopt a technique that assists the students in retaining the
information and increasing their understanding. There are many techniques to teach students like question-
ing, modeling, demonstrating, collaborating, and explaining. All of these have been discussed here.

Specific Methods and Strategies.

Questioning. Testing and questioning are always known to be effective methods due to its interactive
nature. The questions are asked by the teacher with an intention to know what the student has learned from
earlier discussions. It helps in deciding what should be taught further.

This can even be vice-versa — students questioning the teachers to clarify the doubts that would en-
hance their understanding of the subject. The inquisitive instinct of the students evoke them to ask questions
and satiate their query.

The teacher should encourage this in a positive way so that the student's critical thinking is developed.
Testing differs in one aspect from questioning. A test is taken in order to know about the previous know-
ledge, what has been already taught to the students.

Explaining. Sometimes, the experiences can also be shared as a part of knowledge that would work as a
source of inspiration for the students. While adopting this method, the teacher should give an introduction
and a proper summary. Make sure that the information is specific to the audience.

The explanation should be accompanied with suitable examples for a better understanding of the stu-
dents. It is like a discourse on a particular subject or topic that is for the entire class or public. Explaining can
be clubbed with the modeling process to be more effective, and to have a long-lasting effect on the pupils.

Modeling. Modeling is a type of visual aid for teaching as well as learning. It is a known fact that the
human brain absorbs more, and understands better, when visual aid facilitates explanation. This method
works on three criteria - observing, retaining, and replicating. The students learn more by observing the
things, and acquire it by imitating it time and again.

This is also known as reinforced behavior. This type of learning has a very important role to play in the
learning process, especially during the student period, though it can happen in any stage of life. This helps
the students to visualize things and, then hypothesize the solution.

Demonstrating. With the help of demonstrative teaching, students get an opportunity to explore the
various aspects and understand the theory from a different perspective. Demonstration is a step-by-step
explanation, along with their reasons, and significance for the better understanding of the student.

It enhances the student's understanding by practically applying the knowledge, and sharpen their skills

and hence, help them in identifying and organizing the subject matter in a more efficient way. Practical expe-
rimentation is a very good method used for demonstrating the subject.

Collaborating. Teamwork is a contemporary form of collaboration. The students are taught to work in a
group that makes the instructing easier for the teacher. This method of teaching promotes a sense of mutual
responsibility among the students. They learn to put in more effort to research for the topic, and apply effec-
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tive techniques to get the result. This inculcates patience and develops an ability to critically analyze a
subject. It gives an opportunity to the students to solve the problem by a healthy discussion and co-operation.
This is what we call 'group discussions' which motivates the students to perform in a team, show leadership
skills, and enhances the presentation capabilities as well. This is one of the best, direct instructional methods.

These techniques for special education is a little different from the methods and theories for others. The
education is imparted to these students based on their strengths and weaknesses. The teachers cater to the
special needs of the students like modification in the regular teaching program, use of supplementary aids
that allows students to participate in the learning process. Different effective teaching strategies are adopted
on the basis of the disabilities. Four kinds of provisions are adopted in special education and they are inclu-
sion, mainstream, segregation, and exclusion.

Apart from these defined methods, nowadays many other methods are being adopted to give quality
education. Methods like role-play, story or games, seminars, presentations, workshops, conferences, brains-
torming, case study, educational trips and modern audio-visual aids like documentary films, computers, In-
ternet, etc., have been introduced in education. These new methods have increased the pace of learning and
understanding of discrete mathematics. This also enhances the capability of the students to research and
think logically about a given problem. We hope teachers will use the ideas in this article help students in-
crease their mathematical knowledge and skills.

The
article analyzes the possibilities of mastering the discipline «Language for academic purposes» in terms of
teaching. In the context of formation of academic competencies it reveals the importance of certain pedagogi-
cal conditions. The article shows how the continuity of specific educational stages may be used while training
academic writing skills in a foreign language.
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The experience of teaching the course «Language for academic purposes» at the faculty of foreign lan-
guages shows that one of necessary, but insufficiently developed skills which students have is the skill of
academic writing in a foreign language. Today the curriculum of the specialty 5SB011900 «Foreign language:
two foreign languages» includes the discipline «Language for academic purposes» which is taught in the fi-
nal year, however modern conditions reveal the necessity for an integrated approach to the development of
skills of academic writing. Students do not fully manage to acquire the skills of academic writing whereas it
represents the necessary condition for receiving higher education.

The analysis of essays reveals students’ weaknesses as absence of stringency in thinking and accuracy
of thought, low level of analysis and generalization performance, weak display of independence and initia-
tive in choice of their own view of life [1]. In this regard updating of this problem is determined by modern
requirements to quality of young specialists’ vocational training which implies that the skill of academic
writing in a foreign language is very important. It is caused by the requirement of society for the experts pro-
ficient in oral and written foreign language in the midst of all those socio-political and socio-economic trans-
formations in Kazakhstan and growth of economic and cultural relations with foreign countries.

Theoretical reasoning of importance of skills in academic writing makes it possible to emphasize the
following tendencies:

—academic writing promotes the realization of knowledge of a foreign language through linguistic-

cultural course contents;

— academic writing (for example, in English) together with reading, speaking and listening creates cor-
respondent integrative qualities such as: system city, integrity and complexity of speech activity in
professional formation of future expert;

— academic writing in a foreign language during vocational training of expert in any profile has to be-
come not only an independent type of speech activity, but also to fulfill educational, developing and
disciplinary functions of development of student’s identity.

This purpose requires the increase in efficiency of teaching a foreign language in general and to im-
prove practical focus of contents on vocational training in «Language for academic purposes» that causes, in
turn, formation of the following work directions:

— organizing the training process of students on the basis of learner-centered and activity approaches;

— applying productive methods for practical use of academic writing when training students;

— developing methodological aspects of improving the process of teaching academic writing, both while

learning a foreign language, and within the discipline «Language for academic purposes».

Implementation of productive teaching academic writing in English to students requires application of
such didactic principles as:

— continuity of levels of training (from basic to advanced);

— integrity of teaching the speech activity as such;

— competent integration of all types of speech activity (reading, writing, listening, speaking) [2].
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The need for these principles is attributed to the fact that academic writing in the system of professional
training in the conditions of the faculty of foreign languages will always interact with the following compo-
nents: as a separate type of speech activity along with reading, speaking and listening; as a means of improv-
ing the quality of students’ vocational training in integration with reading, listening and speaking. Therefore
for productive teaching of academic writing in a foreign language to students it is also important to focus on
the principles of complexity and adaptability as well in order to provide both efficiency of teaching academic
writing in a foreign language to students from intermediate to advanced level, and development of profes-
sional qualities of students’ speech activity as future experts [3, 4].

The analysis of work of the faculty of foreign languages shows that today, as a rule, preference is assigned
to the approach which considers writing in a foreign language only as an aid for teaching other types of speech
activity, i.e. skills of writing lag behind the level of proficiency in other types of speech activity. Solution of
this problem requires realization of certain pedagogical conditions of teaching the skills of academic writing in
a foreign language which, in particular, would provide the continuity of the following stages:

1) at the initial stage students study spelling, grammar, vocabulary and adequacy of using it;

2) the second stage implies teaching academic writing where students get the skills of style in official
academic writing.

Besides the second stage should preferably begin not in the 4th year of study as it occurs now, but at
least in the third year, and it also should be based on the level approach.

These stages are realized provided that the following pedagogical conditions are satisfied:

— maintenance of such contents, forms and methods of teaching students which would make learning a
foreign language a complete process of speech activity (reading, writing, listening and speaking) fo-
cused on consolidation of skills in academic writing;

— establishment of substantial and functional connections between all types of speech activity for the
purpose of ensuring system city and consistency in developing the skills of academic writing;

— interrelation of development of academic writing skills with students’ creative self-realization during
their speech activity;

— continuity of levels of essential, intermediate and advanced assimilation while teaching a foreign language;

— differentiated approach to teaching a foreign language with account of students’ acquisition of lan-
guage competences;

— continuous updating of integral educational process with innovative methods of teaching academic
writing of proficiency level in a foreign language.

Against this background, when studying the course «Language for Academic Purposes», the following

academic competences are to be developed in students:

— acquisition of skills in structuring a text at the level of competent organization of its contents within
sentences and paragraphs;

— well-developed language skills in terms of style and vocabulary for competent writing of articles,
texts, and various business and information documents;

— ability to analyze and assess written works of various levels, including both their own and someone
else's texts;

— ability to work with authentic sources, and also to prove their own point of view about their assess-
ment, etc. [5].

We know that all students have different level of proficiency in a foreign language, thus, according to
the level of proficiency in a language the exercises used in the course of training must be different. In order
to teach them to state their ideas in a piece of writing competently, we have to teach them:

—to correctly write and use in a professional context lexical units, such as nouns denoting phenomena
and objects of professional sphere, verbs denoting process, adjectives denoting characteristics of pro-
fessional objects;

— to build sentences correctly, from simple to compound and complex sentences;

— to structure paragraph and text correctly.

Our Russian-speaking students first of all organize their thoughts and arrange them in sentences in Rus-
sian, and only then to the Russian sentence they choose an equivalent in English, beginning with grammar
structure and up to lexical and phonetic filling of Syntegra. The distinctive feature of English sentence is
fixed word order. In order to develop the skills of correct organization of an English sentence, we use the
following exercises:
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1) Translating from Russian into English. A wide-spread mistake of students in this task is a transfer of
the structure of Russian sentence in English. Most often they put words in random order, like in Russian,
forgetting about the fixed word order. More often it happens in impersonal sentences peculiar to the academ-
ic style. At this stage, it is important to pay attention not only to spelling of words, but also to organization of
sentences according to grammar rules of English.

2) Putting words in the sentence in correct order. These can be exclamatory, declarative and interroga-
tive sentences.

3) Identifying the sentence parts: For example: Identify subjects and predicates in the following sen-
tences.

4) Correcting the mistakes. Mistakes can be very different: in arrangement of punctuation marks and
capitalization, in agreement of subject and predicate.

After students have mastered the arrangement of sentences according to the rules of English, it is possi-
ble to proceed to writing paragraphs. In our case paragraph is a group of sentences united under one theme or
idea. Paragraph consists of three main parts: topic sentence, body and concluding sentence [6].

For work with structuring a paragraph and writing it, we use the following exercises:

1) Studying the paragraph: Read the paragraph and answer questions;

2) Working with the topic sentence. For example: 1. Read each paragraph and three topic sentences be-
low it. Then choose the best topic sentence and write it on the line. Read the paragraph again. Make sure that
the topic sentence gives the main idea for the whole paragraph,;

3) Working with the body. Here it is very important that each sentence belong to the topic sentence.
They are to support idea, add details or give examples to the ideas in the topic sentence. For example: 1.
Read each paragraph carefully. Underline the topic sentence. In each paragraph, one supporting sentence
does not belong because it isn't directly connected to the topic sentence. It doesn't fit the ideas in the para-
graph. Put parentheses () around the one sentence that doesn't belong;

4) Working with the concluding sentence. The concluding sentence usually in brief conveys the infor-
mation of the paragraph. In many cases, information in the topic sentence is similar to the idea in the con-
cluding sentence. However, it can be an offer, an opinion, or a prediction. For example: 1. Read each para-
graph. Then read the concluding sentences below it. Circle the letter of the best concluding sentence;

5) Writing an individual paragraph on the given theme. After students have acquired the technology of
organizing sentences and paragraphs in English, we proceed to creation of individual thematic texts, namely
essay.

But despite the variety of types of essay, all of them have common structure. Each essay, irrespective of
type it belongs to, includes: introduction, body, and conclusion. Usually introduction and conclusion consist
of one paragraph while the body — from three paragraphs. Meanwhile there is a great variety of ways to
teach writing each part of essay, regardless its type.

Introduction for many types of essay represents only one paragraph. This is an introduction paragraph
which usually consists of three parts:

1) The hook;

2) The connecting information;

3) The thesis statement.

A good hook isn't so simple to write. It demands training and non-ordinary approach. The following ex-
ercises are good to use:

1) Ask a question. If the reader wants to know the answer to a question which «has hooked» him, he
will read the essay;

2) Use interesting observations which will make readers learn the main reasons for events;

3) It is possible to use a unique scenario to capture attention of the reader;

4) Start with a well-known quote which will begin the essay in the direction unexpected for the reader;

5) Use a surprising or shocking statistics.

The following stage of work with essay is to teach writing the connecting information from the hook to
the main / thesis statement. Connecting information includes from three to five sentences which help to di-
rect the reader on the essay topic. These sentences can be background information or examples about the top-
ic. It is worth to note that the topic shouldn't be discussed at once. First, it is necessary to imagine that the
reader already knows about the topic. Then to fill gaps between what the reader already knows and what he
needs to know about the topic. It is very important to know your readership when you write the essay.
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Further, we proceed to the main / thesis statement. The main / thesis statement formulates the main idea
of the essay and reports how information will be organized. The thesis statement determines the main idea
which you want to convey, and tells what moments will be explained and confirmed in the body of the essay.
The thesis statement is a draft of the essay. Many thesis statements include the idea about the essay topic,
and after that general reasoning in support of the idea or position.

The following stage is the work with the supporting statements or the body of the essay. The supporting
statements in the essay are the body of the essay. The supporting sentences always refer to the topic sentence
of the paragraph. In the body of the essay the author explains and confirms his ideas or opinions which he
expressed in the thesis statement. The body of a good essay is to develop the thesis statement, so that the
reader can understand the author's point of view completely. The supporting statements mainly represent ex-
amples, reasons or grounds, facts or more specific or peculiar information about the essay topic. Without
these sentences the essay will turn into general description or review.

One of ways to make the supporting information in the body of the essay clear is to use suitable transi-
tional words, or linking words. They will help the reader to follow ideas of the essay. These can be both sep-
arate words, such as but, this and although; and phrases: in addition, as a result, for these reasons. The body
of the essay consists of three or four paragraphs between introduction and conclusion. The body of the essay
usually follows the organization plan determined by the author before he begins to write. This organization
differs depending on the type of the essay.

The following stage is the work with the conclusion. It is important that the essay have a good conclu-
sion. Introduction and conclusion often contain the same ideas and words. Someone thinks that to write the
conclusion is the most difficult part of the essay; for others on the contrary it is the simplest. When writing
the conclusion it is important to follow these principles:

1) The reader should be shown that this is a conclusion. The conclusion can be marked with some tran-
sition or link words which tell the reader that it is the last part of the essay. For example: in conclusion; from
the information given; to summarize. Sometimes the first sentence of the conclusion states the thesis or the
main idea of the essay again: As previously noted there are numerous problems that new parents face today;

2) The conclusion shouldn’t introduce new information. The conclusion is to help the reader to con-
ceive again the main ideas which you presented in the essay. Therefore, any new information in the conclu-
sion will sound as continuation of the essay body;

3) For many authors the conclusion is difficult to write. It demands much work, creative approach and
concentration as well as writing of a good hook and the thesis statement does. The type of essay can deter-
mine the way of ending the essay; however the ideas given below can help in writing the conclusion of the
essay:

— The last sentences often represent the suggestion of some idea, opinion or prediction about the essay

topic;

— Sometimes the last sentence just says that the question discussed in the essay is supported with such

a large number of convincing facts that the answer to the question is absolutely clear now. It is better
to change contents and style of the conclusion, but the conclusion usually finishes with the sentence
which expresses an offer, an opinion, or a prediction. The author assumes what is to be done now, or
the author suggests final opinion about the topic, or foretells what may happen further. The essay
without conclusion looks incomplete [7].

As the specific feature of academic writing is its formal style of exposition, students have to use scien-
tific vocabulary properly, perform preciseness and clarity when composing a text, and also shouldn’t use
phrase logical units and words of colloquial style excessively [8]. In this regard the teacher is faced with a
task to develop students’ ability to structure the text so that they can use this skill in the scientific activity
later on, as the correct structuring of the text is the most important component of academic writing. When
students acquire the discipline «Language for academic purposes», teachers have to make students aware of
various samples of texts; then on the basis of these samples to express their thoughts in their piece of writing
through such types of texts as narration, reasoning, composition, etc. Thus, students have to know the main
signs of genres of academic writing like: scientific article, research paper, summary, and essay; to be able to
analyze scientific articles with regard to the author’s research strategy; to have skills of writing research pa-
pers and summaries of scientific articles, etc. on their own [9].

It is also necessary to note that as the specialty 5SB011900 «Foreign language: two foreign languages» is
focused on pedagogical sphere, adequate selection of language material is important, and that naturally de-
mands the account of thematic and genre accordance. This means that the question consists in the choice of
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the topic of pedagogical sphere where the highest demand is for certain specific training of future experts.
For that purpose the problem of assimilation of professional and highly specialized vocabulary becomes a
question of paramount importance [10]. Hence the main feature of this course is to be its practical orientation
on the development of academic writing skills, and this provides also parallel development of students’ both
cognitive (ability to make hypotheses, to analyze information, etc.), and language abilities (ability to convey
a thought and to present it by means of language means) [11].

Modernization of higher education system of recent years in Kazakhstan is focused on the search for ef-
fective ways of improvement of foreign language teaching. Training process nowadays becomes closely
connected with a real opportunity for university graduates to be integrated into the international scientific
environment where they will be required to show not only the knowledge of language, but also their research
skills [12]. In this process in recent years a special attention is paid to written communication in the form of
scientific articles, reports, business reports. This makes the task of development of students’ foreign-
language academic abilities extremely urgent.

The external review feedback results

In order to improve the quality of external (on-site) visits and activities of the Independent Kazakh agency for
quality assurance in education systematically conducts a cross-survey of coordinators, experts and
representatives of accredited educational institutions (higher education institutions and colleges) after each
audit (feedback). The article reveals the findings of the on-site visits feedback of 2015, which are presented in
detail thematic analysis on the website of the agency. The results of the feedback show that the work of the
agency's coordinators and experts was of high quality, however there were some places for improvement.
Heads of the external review teams and experts, involved in expertise of self-assessment reports, need to be
trained to develop leadership skills in first case and improve review skills in the second case.

The Bologna process, which aims to create European Higher Education Area (EHEA), in last few dec-
ades, has been the object of attention and interest of scholars, politicians and global community in general. In
higher education systems of 50 country-members of the Bologna process, the reforms are implemented in the
frame of the following basic principles:

—a comparable diploma of higher education or postgraduate education;

—a unified mechanism of accounting scope of gained knowledge of students in terms of ECTS-

European Credit Transfer System;

— the mobility of students and teaching staff;

— a three-tier system of education;

— a life-long learning;

— an integration of research and education;

— the openness of the European Union in research and education;

— a quality assurance of higher education.

The latter has always been a core value of the European universities in their 800-year history of forma-
tion and development. In particular, in the early 90's in a massification of higher education and a sharp re-
duction in the budget, the quality of education was challenged and became an issue.

To increase the level of student mobility through the Erasmus exchange program the European coun-
tries intended to ensure the comparability of the quality of foreign and domestic education. In this regard, the
European Commission, originally organized a small group, consisting of the Ministers of Education of sev-
eral countries and agencies. At that time, not all European countries had national agencies. For instance, the
external quality assurance agencies were in place only in Denmark, France, the Netherlands and the
UK,while Finland and Norway were preparing for the establishment of quality assurance agencies in the
frame of the pilot projects. Sweden and Spain were only at the stage of consideration of this issue [1].

Thus, in 1991, to assess the state of quality assurance mechanisms of European countries, the European
Commission launched a pilot project in which EU member countries were surveyed. The results of this
project, published in 1994-1995, demonstrated the feasibility of dissemination of good practices and coop-
eration in the field of quality assurance. Therefore, the quality assurance of higher education has become
a cornerstone of the Bologna process, which involves the European cooperation and the use of unified
criteria and methodology [2]. In turn, cooperation in the field of quality assurance aimed at achieving
comparability of qualifications and the mobility of students, academics and labor on the entire EHEA.

In 1998, in line with the recommendation, derived from above stated pilot project of the European
Union, the Commission supported the idea of creating a network of quality assurance agencies, which will
contribute to ensuring the quality of higher education in the EHEA and support accreditation bodies [3]. As
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aresult, in 2000 Network for Quality Assurance in Higher Educationwas created. Later in 2004, it was
transformed into European Association for Quality Assurance in Higher Education (ENQA) an umbrella or-
ganization of quality assurance agencies, devoted to promoting and support quality assurance in EHEA.
Today, apart from the affiliated members,46 agencies from 27 countries and 2 international organizations
have a membership of ENQA [4-6].

In 2005, to develop a unified methodology and quality assurance criteria, with the participation of
E4 Group, composed of ENQA, the European Students Union (ESU), the European University Association
(EUA), European Association of universities (EURASHE), ENQA, have developed the first European
standards and guidelines for quality assurance in the EHEA (ESG). Subsequently, ESG twice subjected to
changes and additions in 2008 and 2015. ESG is a tool to ensure the quality of both higher education institu-
tions (HEIs) and accreditation agencies [7]. Implementation of these standards is a basic requirement for the
inclusion of quality assurance agencies in ENQA membership and European register of quality assurance in
higher education (EQAR), which was established in 2008 in order to improve the transparency of higher
education.

The EQAR registered 42 quality assurance agencies from 20 countries, most of which are represented
by the agencies of Germany (8) Spain (7) [8]. In 2012, according to the results of the Bucharest
communiqué, it was decided that the agency, registered in the EQAR, will be able to carry out its activities in
the EHEA, if it does not contradict to national legislation of the state, where the accreditation will be
conducted [9]. The findings of the international activities of EQAR quality assurance agencies have revealed
that more than half of agencies, registered in this register,work at cross-border level. For example, in the
period from 2009 to 2013, 26 accreditation agencies, registered in the EQAR, evaluated educational
programs and educational institutions of 39 EHEA countries and 46 non-EHEA countries.However, in prac-
tice, the scope of international activity of the agencies is mostly restricted to EHEA due to national legisla-
tion barriers, while it is not always the case in non-EHEA countries. There are countries that have national
accreditation agencies, and legislation, which allows counting the evaluation results of these agencies in
program recognition or fund allocation. In EHEA, the largest amount of higher education programs were ac-
credited by the agencies, registered in EQAR, in Kazakhstan (57), Russia (16) and Austria (8), which have
their national agencies [10, 11].

In Kazakhstan, there are 10 agencies registered in the register of the accrediting bodies of the Ministry
of education and science. Two of these agencies are national agencies, while others are foreign bodies. One
of the national agencies is Independent Kazakh agency for quality assurance in education (IQAA), which has
accredited the vast majority of programs and HEIs in Kazakhstan. The accreditation procedures of the IQAA
involve:

1) preparing a self-evaluation report by HEIs;

2) preliminary review (in case of institutional accreditation) of HEI,

3) external review;

4) Accreditation Council's decision making;

5) post-accreditation monitoring (follow-up procedure).

After the external review and expertise of the self-evaluation reports the experts and coordinators are
evaluated, the core findings of which is elaborated further.

Methodology

In order to improve the quality of external (on-site) visits and IQAA activities in general,the agency
systematically conducts a cross-survey of coordinators, experts and representatives of accredited educational
institutions (higher education institutions — HEIs/colleges) after each audit. For these purposes following
6 forms of survey were designed by the agency:

— Form 1 for evaluation of coordinators (for external visit experts);

— Form 2 for evaluation of coordinators (for accredited educational institutions);

— Form 3 for evaluation of external visit team chair (for coordinators and experts);

— Form 4 for evaluation of external visit experts (for coordinators);

— Form 5 for evaluation of external visit team (for accredited educational institutions);

— Form 6 for evaluation of experts, dealt with expertise for self-evaluation (for coordinators).

The list of respondents was drawn up in line with the audits schedule and lists of members of expert
teams of the external audit.
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The survey has been carried out since 2014, however, to gain comparability this study presents the re-
sults of 2015.

Initially, the forms were piloted, during which a number of difficulties were revealed. They were taken
into account in the application of the forms.

The survey was conducted via an online questionnaire www.monkeysurvey.com

Evaluation of coordinators

The questionnaires (form 1)were sent to 487 experts, who took part in the external audits of specialized
accreditation of 18 HEIs and 9 colleges, as well as in institutional accreditation of 10 HEIs and 7 colleges.

As a result, the responses of 245 experts were obtained (50%). The form Ne2 was sent to 27 representa-
tives of reviewed educational institutions, including 18 HEIs and 9 colleges. The answers were obtained
from 16 educational institutions (60%), including 13 HEIs and 3 colleges. Overall,10 coordinators of the
agency were evaluated by external audit experts and representatives of educational institutions in the follow-
ing activities:

— timely ensure external visit experts with materials;

— conduct webinar;

— provide support;

— consultation;

— follow procedures of on-site visit and ethical norms.

Analysis and discussion

According to opinion of the vast majority of respondents, coordinators facilitate preparation of experts
to audit by providing them with the necessary materials, including:

— the standards and criteria for institutional accreditation of educational institutions (HEIs/colleges) or

standards and criteria for specialized (program) accreditation of educational programs;

— the handbook of student-experts, participating in the accreditation procedures;

— the handbook of external audit;

— the self-evaluation report of educational institution educational program;

— the code of good practice;

— the list of the experts in external visit team.

In addition, coordinators support experts through arranging webinars via communication tools, among
which skype or Polycom is the most popular. Below is the list of resources stated in line with their frequency
of application by coordinators of the agency:

1. skype/polycom.

2. e-mail.

3. telephone.

During the webinar, the coordinators discuss a number of key issues, related to the activities of the ex-
ternal visit experts. They are:

— the responsibility of experts in the accreditation procedure;

— ethical issues in the audit;

— interview questions;

— requirements for external visit report, terms of preparation and delivery of the report;

— delegation of the functions.

Significant progress has been taken place in the coverage of the main topics, discussed during the
preparation of the audit team. Currently, in the opinion of almost all the respondents,the aforementioned
aspects are explainedfully by the coordinators. For comparison, in the first half of 2015 the coordinators
emphasized only these 3 core components of expert activities: the role and responsibility of experts, the
requirements for the external audit report and the delegation of authority, while ethics and interview
questions were considered least. However, in comparison with the 1 half of 2015 in the 2 half of 2015 the
number of experts, saying that the interview questions were preliminarily discussed collectively, increased
from 50% to 82%. Moreover, in last year the experts and the expert team chairs became more active in con-
sideration of the interview questions during the webinar for more than 2,5 times from 24% to 61% and more
than 10 times between 2% and 25% respectively. Nevertheless, these results show the need to increase the
activity of expert team chairs in the webinar.
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In addition, there is a steady improvement in thework of the coordinators in audits particularlyin ensur-
ing the voice of the experts and collegiality in decision-making. Experts say that their opinion is taken into
account in full (the 1 half of 2015 — 85%, the 2 half of 2015 — 97%). For example, as of the year-end, the
recommendations of 91% were fully taken into account. However, some state that in the on-site visit in the
frame of the institutional accreditation the view of the experts should be considered regardless the standard
they in charge of. Furthermore, experts propose to extend the audit period from 2 to 3 days, which is not
always possible. Since the additional audit days lead to more financial and moral burden on the educational
institution being accredited, which the agency seeks to avoid. Another suggestion of the experts is to
developcommunication skillsof the coordinators and provide experts with more support, particularly, by
answering questions appropriately.

In general, experts and representatives of educational institutions appraised highly the agency's coordi-
nators. According to their opinion, the coordinators arrange the external audits, distribute the responsibilities
of all members of expert groups properly (91%), provided the educational institutions with the support in all
stages of preparation and conduction of the review (81%). In addition, they believe that coordinators comply
with ethical norms (representatives of HEIs -81%, external review experts - 93%).

In line with the last survey results, the coordinators were asked to provide less time to experts to work
with the departments, where they were left alone with their representatives. In this regard, during the audit in
the 2 half of 2015,the experts had less time to work with the departments. Additionally, some measures were
taken on the following recommendations of representatives of educational institutions:

—to deliver instruction to the members of the expert team regarding the difference between

accreditation and certification;

— provide colleges with more information on the importance of accreditation and give an understanding

of the fact that the accreditation is not much of inspection but anassurance of quality.

The first was carried out by coordinators during the webinars while the second was realized through
workshops, conducted on the basis of educational institutions. Nevertheless, some experts and
representatives of educational institutions do not fully distinguish accreditation from certification, which
requires more effort of the agency to work in this area.

Evaluation of the head of the expert team

The heads of the experts’ teams were evaluated by the coordinators and experts. The survey responses
were 208.

Analysis of the responses showed a generally high level of preparedness of the leaders of the expert
teams to the external audit, and their awareness of the process of preparation of the on-site visit report and its
main functions. The vast majority (86%) of the received feedback is positive.

However, some leaders of the expert groups were not prepared fully for the external audit (3%). 2% did
not meet their duties properly and 4% did not participate in the development of the recommendation. Moreo-
ver, 2 of the experts were included in the “black list” of the experts® database and not recommended for fur-
ther participation in any procedures of accreditation.

Nevertheless, there is a significant improvement in the activities of the team leaders within 2015.The
team leaders became more aware of the purpose of the accreditation and their role in the external audit
(1 half of 2015 -75%, 2 half of 2015-95%), in addition, they were more often involved in the organization of
work with every member of the expert team (1 half of 2015 -67%, 2 half of 2015-79%)).

In the 1 half of 2015, it was recommended to provide extra training for team leaders with negative feed-
back. For example, one of the experts, attracted by the agency as the team head, was suggested to develop
the leadership skills:

— in the organization of the work of the panel;

— in the distribution of responsibilities to other members of the panel;

— in peer discussion of comments and recommendations of the external visit.

However, the vast majority of the coordinators stated that the group leaders were good enough to cope
with their roles.

Evaluation of external review experts

The main parameters, against which the on-site visit experts were evaluated,are:

— awareness of theexternal visitprocedures, self-evaluation report of the reviewed educational institution
and other materials, provided by the agency;
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— participation in the interviews and relevance of the questions;

— timely arrival and departure;

— accuracy and timeliness in the preparation of the external audit reports;

— participation in the discussion of the on-site visit program;

— the amount of contributed effort in the activities of the team,;

— awareness of the purpose of the accreditation and his/her role in the on-site visit;

— following the ethical standardsand demonstration of the respectful attitude to the reviewed education-

al institution;

— whether the coordinators recommend experts for further cooperation.

During the survey 10 coordinators of the agency and 19 representatives of reviewed educational institu-
tions evaluated 136 experts, 132 out of 136 answers were full and eligible for analysis.

Overall, the analysis shows a fairly high level of the experts’ work, involved in the external audit. 76%
of coordinators and representatives of educational institutions gave a positive feedback to their activities.

In considered year, there is a progress in all major areas of experts” activities. In particular, it should be
noted that in comparison with the 1 half of 2015, experts increasingly began to provide audit reports timely
(1 half of 2015 — 90%, 2 half of 2015 — 99%). In addition, a significant improvement is can be seen in the
experts preparedness for external audit (1 half of 2015 — 96%, 2 half of 2015 — 99%). As it is known, the
expert preparedness plays an important role in the accreditation of educational institutions and educational
programs, as fixed deadlines and high responsibility of the agency, its coordinators and experts for the results
of the accreditation require their maximum fitness to the procedures. Before stated positive results can be
explained by to the fact that the experts gained more experience and became more aware of the purpose of
the accreditation as well as their role in the external visit, in addition, the work of the coordinators in explain-
ing procedures of the external visit and accreditation, in general, was intensified. However, a small number of
surveyed representatives of educational institutions were not satisfied with the quality of the expert
preparedness for external audit. Thus, 4% of the experts have not been recommended for further cooperation,
the reason for this was the lack of understanding of the accreditation’s aim and their role in this process, and
the inability to work in a group.

Evaluation of the experts, involved in the preparation of an expertise to the self-evaluation report of
educational institutions programs

In 2015, 55 experts, in charge of preparation of the expertise on self-evaluation reports, were assessed
by the agency's coordinators. The results of questionnaire data analysis showed that 100% of the agency
coordinators positively evaluated the quality of these experts . However, according to some of the coordina-
tors the experts, involved in the examination of the self-evaluation report of educational institutions and edu-
cational programs, particularly those, attracted for the first time, require additional training.

Conclusions and recommendations

In general,the work of the coordinators was highly appreciated by the experts. Due to the activities of
the coordinators,the work of the experts’ team was arranged properly. The voice of the experts was assured,
however, some suggested to extend it regardless the standard the expert responsible for. In addition, the
heads of the teams need to be more active in discussions especially in consideration of interview questions,
which is one of the key aspects of data collection of the experts in the audit. The coordinators should pay
more attention to preparation of the team leaders for their roles and stimulation their activity. Furthermore
they are expected to:

— strengthen the role of the team leaders in the discussions, particularly in consideration of the interview

questions;

— ensure the voice of all experts, regardless of their designated standards;

— improve the communication skills of the coordinators;

— provide more support to experts.

In 2015, the majority of the team leaders fulfilled their functions at the highest level. Substantial
progress was observed with regard to several areas of their activities. Team leaders became more aware of
the purpose of the accreditation and their role in the external audit. However, some of the team heads are not
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sufficiently prepared for their role. Nevertheless, the agency coordinators believe that the team chairs met
their obligations quite good. Thus, they are recommended:

— to pay attention to leadership skills of candidates to team heads in the recruitment process;

— to increase the activity of the team leaders in the webinars.

The work of the external review experts was positively assessed by the coordinators of the agency and
the representatives of the reviewed educational institutions. During the year, significant improvements were
noted in their activities, in particular, this applies to the timely preparation of the audit report. However,
a small number of representatives of reviewed educational institutions are not fully satisfied with the aware-
ness of the experts with external review materials. Moreover, some experts due to a number of reasons are
not recommended for further work by coordinators of the agency. Taking in account these findings the coor-
dinators were advised to:

— pay attention to ability to work in a group and to sense of responsibility in the selection of the external

review experts;

— strengthen the preparation of the experts for an external review.

The experts, dealt with preparation of the expertise on self-evaluation reports, were positively assessed
by the agency's coordinators. However, some of the coordinators state that these experts, particularly those,
attracted for the first time, require additional training. Thus, the coordinators should consider the possibility
of delivering training courses for experts involved in the preparation of an expertise on self-evaluation re-
ports of educational institutions and educational programs.

The main structural elements of professional and
pedagogical a social worker

The article deals with problems of formation of student training model in the specialty «Social work» to work
with children orphaned. The authors describe the basic structural elements of the professional-pedagogical
training of social workers: social and pedagogical education; socio-pedagogical conviction; socio-
pedagogical activity; social and pedagogical skills. The analysis of psycho-pedagogical and philosophical li-
terature, public opinion surveys and study best practices of social workers.
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The methodical bases on realization of online mathematics lessons
in secondary schools

In article there is considered the role of information technologies, widely used in all spheres of public life,
and also the network services applied in educational process. It analyses teaching mathematics at secondary
schools by means of information networks, the software of bases of online lessons. Requirements for carrying
out online lessons are listed, on their basis methodical recommendations about carrying out network lessons
are developed. In article there is given an assessment to information technologies, to differences of online les-
sons from classical types, to methods of organization and carrying out online lessons.

Key words: Internet, e-mail, a teleconference, multimedia, online lesson, communication technologies, com-
puter communications, the pedagogical experience, educational process, Integration.

Our Head N. A. Nazarbayev in the message to the people of Kazakhstan said that "National competi-
tiveness first of all is determined by the level of its education. The unique way of sovereign independent Ka-
zakhstan in achievement to the world civilization — is in education system" [1].

In the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "About education" it is specified that "A main goal of an
education system — national and universal values, forming of necessary conditions for the education directed
to forming of the personality and professionalism on the basis of achievements of science and practice; im-
plementation of new technologies of training; education informatization, entry into the international global
communication networks" [2].

Due to the current of time before teachers are given new requirements for increase of interest to educa-
tion at pupils. For this reason new technologies of training are formed and take root. As a result of compre-
hensive study both quality and amount of new pedagogical technologies grows in education. The teacher has
to work always creatively that will bring him closer to innovation. Usage of examples of others in his work,
accession his personal qualities — his achievement in teaching and education of pupils. It is known that more
than 50 modern pedagogical literatures are introduced in educational technologies.

Such opportunities of the Internet as e-mail, a teleconference, Mailing lists, electronic textbooks, elec-
tronic libraries, information search in WWW are widely used in education. Also, lessons with use of re-
sources of network, such as animation, applets or interactive virtual laboratories in online mode are con-
ducted when carrying out a lesson.

One of forms of modern teaching is considered an online lesson which expands and develops the hori-
zons of traditional methods of teaching, develops informative and creative activity of pupils, gives the
chance for complete development of a training material. With respect thereto, carrying out of online lessons
when training mathematics is considered one of topical issues.

Online technologies in the properties are close to the usual lessons conducted in audience that provides
exchange of information in the present, however, at the same time, demands equipment of educational
classes with computers and Internet connection and projective devices, means for video conference commu-
nication and presence of teachers and pupils at computers.

Online lessons are conducted by the experienced teachers living in other city, in other country, and pu-
pils can live in the most distant villages and the cities of our country and the whole world. Pupils use own
computers or school computers in computer classes for participation in online lessons. Bilateral communica-
tion without an exit from the house or school gives the chance to reach directly to efficiency and quality of
the lesson. There usually participate one teacher and five-six pupils from the house or a class in such lessons.
The most profitable technology of online teaching is a video-conference [3].

In respect of the organization the online lesson differs with limitation of time allocated for a lesson,
constancy of structure of pupils, carrying out a lesson according to the schedule, carrying out a lesson only in
a virtual look.

Main types of online lessons: acceptance and development of new knowledge, formation of skills and
knowledge, problem lessons, the mixed lessons.
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Pedagogical features of online lessons:

— Unity of functions of teaching and education, actions of the teacher and pupils, content of teaching

and methods of education;

— Activity of pupils when making written answers in the mode of "forum", "chat", "blog";

— Development of informative qualities (i.e. the aspiration to learn new in the course of creative search

and execution);

— Unit of the didactic purpose and subordination of separate parts, lesson elements to this unit;

— Formation of a lesson and its parts according to the maintenance of a lesson, regularity of develop-

ment of a training material, the venue of a lesson.

Feature of these properties providing efficiency of a lesson, on the one hand, is objectivity of training
process, on the other hand, shows, how deeply the teacher mastered the content of a lesson, shows regularity
of development, etc. (subjective aspects of training process). Besides, fulfillment of requirements, shown to a
lesson, considering works of the teacher and feature of group of pupils, doesn't limit the methodical help.

The teacher of online lesson has to master work with information and communication technologies at
the high level. The organization of educational process at distance education training demands from the
teacher carries out educational process as in specialized information training center. The teacher can collect
the class in convenient time [4].

Structure of online lessons same as well as structure of usual lessons: training updating, explanation of
new material, fixing, observation. The following methods are applied: explanation, reproduction, internal
search and others. However, the orientation of a lesson differs with interactivity, urgent feedback with spe-
cialists -advisers, expansion of information outlook of a lesson.

It is possible to use the next methodical ways at online lessons:

1. Use of Internet technologies by the teacher: organization of an educational conversation with leading
experts of a subject;

2. Use of Internet technologies by pupils: consultation with leading experts in the video-conference
mode on subject of a lesson;

3. Observation of knowledge: network project, network competitions, Olympic Games, quizzes;

4. The conversation of pupils with multimedia acquaintants develops their language, thinking, memory,
and trains to allocate the main thing, to define logical communications.

5. Role-playing game — divide group of pupils into little groups and give them the following tasks:

— Analysis of a topic of the lesson. Allocation of opinion of the author of a lesson.

— Search on the Internet and placement of the reference to this resource at a forum.

— The short description of opinions of foreign and domestic scientists on this subject.

— Search on what page is information on this subject in the Internet, the indication of own opinion to a

subject.

— Comparison of designations, their use in the text, an explanation of their emotional color and others,

analyzing it at a forum.

The benefit of online lesson before traditional lesson is comprehensively considered: expansion of in-
formation outlook of a lesson, involvement of teachers of others educational institutions (schools, gymna-
siums and lyceums) to a lesson, a victory over a geographical favor and others. This opportunity is also good
for educational institutions where the limited number of teachers is observed, and for institutions which
teachers can't participate in rates on increase of qualification.

The algorithm of the organization of online lessons consists of the following stages:

— The choice of a subject with participation of skilled experts;

— Justification of the choice of the teacher;

— Observation of training (granting an opportunity to the teacher to conduct a lesson at first before small

audience).

On the other hand, online lessons don't differ from traditional lessons, i.e., the purpose and duties are
completely executed, stages remain. The applied methods are also left without changes.

Didactic opportunities of such online lessons:

— Integration with other objects;

— Systemacity and high level of submission of information within program material;

— Maximum security with computer communications;

— Support of educational process from the methodical part [5].
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Carrying out online lessons from all points of view exerts a great influence on quality. On this basis, in
connection with carrying out online lessons we prepared the methodical instruction "Methodic of carrying
out online lessons". In this methodical benefit are described questions of carrying out online lessons and con-
sidered types of online lessons. The educational and methodical benefit is intended for teachers of secondary
schools and students of specialty "Mathematics".

In the methodical instruction the main types of online lessons, pedagogical features, a technique of car-
rying out are considered.

In methodical benefit there are noted methods of transfer of audio and video information by means of
technology of a video-conference, usage of modern achievements in the sphere of chats and forums. On the
basis of it, in the methodical instruction there is considered the method of carrying out online lesson with use
of technology of a video-conference, demonstration experience, and satellite communication; with use of
Internet resources on a subject.

As additional information, in the methodical instruction there are given several video of the lessons
conducted by the undergraduate of the specialty "Mathematics" 6N010900 of the Karaganda state university
named after Ye.A.Buketov A. Kaparova Videos lessons have been conducted in 2015-2016 academic year to
pupils of the 5th class of KGU Ne92 gymnasium" of the city of Karaganda on the following subjects: "The
image of fractions and the mixed figures in system of coordinates", "The solution of tasks of a subject of re-
duction of simple fractions to the common small denominator", "Comparison of simple fractions". Lessons
were very interesting for pupils. After each lesson, skilled school teachers have expressed their opinions.
Thus, the shortcomings and advantages noticed during a lesson were analyzed.

Nowadays, in our country many teachers exchange the pedagogical experience by means of carrying
out online lessons. Thus, after a lesson, they exchange opinions and analyze mistakes and advantages of a
lesson.

In this regard, it is clear that the methodical instruction on carrying out online lessons will be big help
for many teachers, including, for the young teachers which only begin their work. Now, due to the lack of
methodical rules based on a scientific basis on the organization of online lessons, there are problems at the
solution of many questions connected with network.

In conclusion, we will note that main purposes which are set before education consist in increase of na-
tional competitiveness, in complete entry into world education, on raising of an education system on the in-
ternational level, in implementation of achievements of information and communication technologies in the
course of education, in effective and wide use of electronic textbooks and multimedia programs, in interac-
tion of information infrastructure of the country with world education, in strengthening of ties between or-
ganizations of education. Objective of interaction condition in world network is wide possibility of obtaining
and exchange of information in education. Use of network in online mode allows people to communicate in
an information and education key, timely and reliably to transfer information.

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Theoretical and methodological aspects of the sports and event marketing

The article describes the theoretical and methodological aspects of the organization and conduct of major in-
ternational sports events as large-scale sporting mega-events. During large-scale sporting mega-events, such
as Olympic Games, the Universiade, the World Cup, the country shows its level, becomes a financial center
and promotes dynamic development of the cities, regions, welfare of the people, formation of culture. In the
course of conducting mega-events new conditions, cultural and entertaining places are created for citizens,
sports constructions are built, the cities and regions are changed. It analyzes the programmed content of
sports and event marketing, which is characterized by specific, unique features, revealing the geographical
and national identity of the city and the area where the event is held.

Key words: event, regional image, sports and event marketing, franchising, branding, marketing programme,
mega-event.

Location of major international sporting events in the capitals, in a specific city or country - a topical
issue of the sports industry, which affects for prioritization in the positioning of the territory, creating an
image, awareness and maintaining the reputation within the major sporting events. Such events are becoming
brands of territories; they are working to improve the reputation of the host sporting events in the eyes of the
world community and the local population, in case it is carried out to the highest quality standards.

Today we can observe a strong tendency to increase the social and cultural role of sport as a social
institution, as a cultural phenomenon. Success in formation of image of the territory mainly depends on to
what extent conscious forming image of subject of a certain area will comply with, on the one hand, its ob-
jective qualities, and on the other hand - the expectations and demands of the target audience. It should be
remembered that the efforts to organize and conduct large-scale events are always accompanied by certain
risks and threats such as the capital intensity of the event, limited resources and low demand for facilities
after the event. It is very important to preserve the good reputation of the upcoming events among the local
population, because successful presentation of the event by the city will depend on every citizen.

The question of social identification of the population and territories through technology in the course
of large-scale sporting events needs the active promotion, meaningful and effective promotion of the infor-
mation, as well as strengthening the positive reputation of the areas within the events worldwide.

The quality of infrastructure in the region indicates its potential for growth in the long-term period.
Investments in the construction of infrastructure for large-scale sporting events can accelerate economic
development for decades ahead. Transformations associated with the creation of a well-designed infrastruc-
ture for major sporting events such as the World Student competition (Winter and Summer Universiade), the
Olympic Games or the World Cup provide long-term economic, demographic and social impact throughout
the region. The way in which public authorities - at national, regional or municipal level - are planning to use
the built infrastructure, could have an impact on the region's development in the long- term period.

As a practical study of the material there were used examples of the active participation of the cities
of Kazakhstan in the organization and carrying out on its territory of large-scale sporting events, which affect
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not only the development of sport in national and international scale, but also create favorable conditions for
investment in the tourism industry of the country. Improving the country's image and building brand of the
cities with the help of a sports component can be carried out at the focus of such international sporting events
like the VII Asian Winter Games Almaty-Astana 2011, Grand Prix Judo 2016 and Winter Universiade,
which will take place in 2017 in Almaty. At the same time there is a need for the development and promotion
among the population the idea of creating the image of the territory and its positioning as the benchmark for
sports and tourism development [1].

Creation an image of its territory and increasing of awareness by sporting events are a multi-faceted and
complex task. In Kazakhstan, these processes are characterized by the formation of the image, debunking of
stereotypes, formation of fundamentally new ideas and views, both the international community and the
population in the country.

The aim of this work is to study the role of sports and event marketing in brand building of the city and
the region's development.

Research objectives:

1. The analyze of the scientific literature on branding of the regions, event and sports marketing;

2.To identify the current problems, particularly, trends and prospects of development of event market-
ing on the example of Almaty and Astana;

Methods of research: analysis of the scientific and methodical and special literature, study of
normative documents.

Results of research: The events in modern conditions are becoming a necessary part of public life, in
which there is growing interest in the city to attend sporting contests, sports performances, congresses,
conferences, festivals and forums. Event is a planned activity that occurs in a specific time period and for a
specific purpose and has a particular resonance for society. Events could be in different scales, levels and
directions [2].

Event marketing is a fast-growing segment, whose share among the other marketing tools today is
close to 50% [3].

In our opinion, the types of event marketing can be classified as follows (Figure 1).

Each event has its own brand, its technology, its target audience. Event is also a product that needs spe-
cial measures for promotion. One of the methods of promoting events can be a franchise.

Event franchising is a duplication of the format of certain public events in another territory, with the
preservation of the original brand name, logo, mission, concept and format of the event. The basic principle
of event franchising is built on precisely copied successful events, which has as a successful technology and
a recognized brand. In fact, any successful event can be copied [4].
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Among the most famous sporting events, event-driven mega-brand can be called the Olympic Games,
which are elements of franchising event. The owner of the franchise, the International Olympic Committee,
assign rights to hold the event in a certain area, the logo, the unique format of the event organizing commit-
tee of the host country. The host country receives events for temporary use a well-known brand, proven
technology, and various instructions, and most importantly - millions of customers. In this case, the IOC acts
as the event of the franchisor and the country - as the event franchisee.

Today, there are few publications containing a methodology to assess the effectiveness of marketing
events. Few questions are investigated systematization of tools for promoting urban brands, measuring the
value of brands, the effectiveness of branding and event marketing. It should be noted that issues relating to
the essential aspects of the branding of territories, sporting event marketing, marketing communications ef-
fectiveness, remain poorly understood.

Sports and event marketing as the strategy and tactics of promotion of the territory

International sporting events such as World and Continental Championships, Olympic Games, Youth
Olympics, the Universiade attracted the attention of millions of people in the context of globalization has
gained new meaning. In economic terms, the disappearance of spatial boundaries increased the sensitivity of
equity to local differences, the consequence of which was the growing competition between regions for
potential investors, employees and tourists. Having won the competition at the stage of consideration of
applications and having succeeded in preparing prestigious landmark events the city has to promote, adver-
tise and position itself as a winner.

The growing relationship of sports and event marketing has led to intensification of the search possibili-
ties of using their potential in stimulating the development of certain areas.

The concept of sports and event marketing is a synthesis of definitions of "sports marketing" and "event
marketing". Sports and event marketing - a complex of measures aimed at promoting the brand through
sports events that attract the attention of a large number of the target audience, as well as stimulate the flow
of investment [5].

This is one of the most effective tools for creating and maintaining the image of the territory, and
therefore it has been proposed to define sports event marketing from the perspective of geobranding. Sports
and event marketing is a kind of marketing activities aimed at the planning, preparation and implementation
of activities of sporting nature, which, in its turn, contribute to the branding of the host city of event.

Implementation of major sporting events, sporting events such as the Olympic and Paralympic Games,
allows to accelerate the development of cities and regions, the territories as a whole, to change the quality of
the urban environment in accordance with the principles of sustainable development, to improve the living
conditions of people and to generate significant financial and humanitarian heritage. Almaty example shows
how the Games contribute to the development of city infrastructure, as well as its cultural, educational and
social components. And it is important to emphasize, as the sustainable development - it is not only tangible,
but also spiritual part of society.

In particular sports mega-events are a tool for a number of features, confirmed the practice of many
years. Such events attract additional investments from a variety of sources - public, private, foreign. The
process of preparation involves a lot of creative people, there are flows of information and knowledge that
allows you to isolate and use the most effective approaches and innovations. In addition to this, when it
comes to national prestige, the motivation of organizers is very high, and all stakeholders are involved in the
process. As a result, typically it occurs synergistic effect, is accelerated solution of the problems which takes
considerably more time in normal practice.

Therefore, under current conditions the main task in the organization of mega-events, in addition to the
actual sporting event, is to use its potential for the development of the host city, region and the country as
a whole.

The development of sports and event marketing involves the following: the formation of institutional
and economic environment for the creation and functioning of regional tourist complex, based on the
maximum use of the resource potential and terrain; development of event-related activities in the region; de-
velopment of marketing and active promotional activities; creation of favourable conditions for increasing
the investment attractiveness of the region.

The concept of development of sports and event marketing - it is a strategic plan, for its formation it is
necessary to outline the main tasks that will contribute to the development of sports and event marketing in
the region. It is advisable to highlight three elements of the strategy of development of sports and event
marketing: development of infrastructure in the region, promotion of tourism products and encouraging con-
sumers. The important point is that without development strategy of sports and event marketing it is imposs-
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ible to form a concept of its development in the city and the region. The development strategy of sports and
event marketing are planning, legal aspects, political and economic situation, advancement.

The infrastructure of sports and event marketing: sports movement, sports venues, safety, innovation
and information technology, media work.

Problems of sustainable development of the city in the context of the preparation and conduct of major
sporting events.

Kazakhstan with its unique resource potential is a great opportunity for the development of cities and
regions with the help of sports events, especially in regions where the infrastructure is poorly developed, and
at the same time there is a huge untapped potential for recreation.

Today, there is a problem of formation of an effective system of event marketing and further promotion
of Kazakhstan in the event-driven market.

In this connection it is necessary to consider in more detail the reasons hampering the development of
event marketing in Kazakhstan. Subjective reasons include: weak or no deliberate policy of the executive
authorities of positioning the country as the venue for the events of event scale; lack of interest among
Kazakhstani organizations and their representatives to participate in international associations to promote the
Kazakh cities and regions as the venue of the event marketing activities; lack of professional database, open
to interested international organizations representing the possibility of Kazakhstani cities and regions to con-
duct activities on event marketing in accordance with international norms and rules.

Objective reasons are visa formalities. Kazakhstan has a visa regime for most of the world, which great-
ly complicates the participation in contests of event marketing of external audiences, and thus slows the
brand promotion of Kazakhstani cities and regions on the external market.

The efforts of regional authorities with an interest in the successful development of the region should be
aimed at improving the industrial, social, institutional and environmental infrastructures of the region, to
establish and maintain its image as a means of attracting investment to the region. In other words, the region
must become a place of realization of marketing programmes and businesses in making the product sold on
the domestic and international market.

The programme aimed at the development of cities and regions should include the following items: de-
velopment of event-related activities in the region, creation and development of event-urban centers, tourist
routes, according to their kinds, the season, interests of the various categories of target audience, focused on
specific localities, architectural, construction facilities; development of marketing and active promotional
activities; employment of local population through the development of sports infrastructure of cities and
regions, establishment of elements of a sports complex in the service sector; creation of favourable condi-
tions for increasing the investment attractiveness of the region through the implementation of adapted to the
international standards of economic mechanisms, as well as fostering the development of sports tourism in
the region, creation of a modern sports center, which requires a qualitative improvement in the service, to
achieve high flexibility in sports activities, the formation of a wide range of entertainment opportunities.

The main advantages of event marketing - all seasonality and, as a rule, high profitability. Some cities
in recent years have received adequate experience in the preparation and implementation of international
sporting events, in particular the Asian Winter Games 2011, held in Almaty and Astana. To achieve these
objectives in the areas of branding and the successful implementation of such large-scale projects it needs to
focus their efforts on organizing, advertising and promotion. The coordination of these processes and long-
term planning should be organized by the authorities. In addition, the organizers need to advance, at least
1-2 years to launch an information campaign.

As a result, the organization of mega-events, new residential areas, infrastructure, recreation areas,
business and training centers that can significantly change the appearance of the city, improve the quality of
life of its inhabitants.

At the same time during mega-events there are not only advantages, but also disadvantages. One of the
main negative factors are short-term sporting events. Even the most popular competitions, unless they are
held in the same place year after year, may not recoup the capital investment. And if there is no understand-
ing, how this or that object will be run profitably in the long-term period, investors will not be of interest to
such events. Therefore, planning and organization of major events is important to consider the existing
positive and negative experience.

Conclusion.

Event marketing is a fast-growing segment, whose share among the other marketing tools today is clos-
er to 50%.

An important factor for sustainable development of the regions, preservation comfortable living envi-
ronment of the population is to maintain the sequence of events, providing the most efficient model exchange
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with the outside world. As the result, sustainable development paradigm enablesto transform major sports
events from the large-scale and popular events into the universal instrument of development.
